PREAMBLE. 

We, the People of the United States, in order to 
form a more perfect union, establish justice, insure 
domestic tranquility, provide for the common de­
fense, promote the general welfare., and secure the 
blessings of liberty to ourselves and our posterity, 
do ordain and establish this constitution for the 
United States of America. 

ARTICLE I. 

Section 1. 

1. All legislative powers herein granted shall
be vested in a congress of the United States, which 
shall consist of a senate and house of representa­
tives. 

Section 2. 

1. The house of representatives shall be com­
posed of members chosen every second year by the 
people of the several states; and the electors in 
each State shall have the qualifications requisite 
for electors of the most numerous branch of the 
State legislature. 

2. No person shall be a representative who shall
not have attained the age of twenty-five years, 
and been seven years a citizen of the United States, 
and who shall not, when elected, be an inhabitant 
of that State in which he shall be chosen. 

3. Representatives and direct taxes shall be ap­
portioned among the several States which may be 
included within this Union, according to their 
respective numbers, which shall be determined by 
adding to the whole number of free persons, includ­
ing those bound to service for a term of years, and 
excluding Indians not taxed, three-fifths of all 
other persons. The actual enumeration shall be 
made within three years after the· first meeting of 
the congress of the United States, and within every 
subsequent term of ten years, in such manner a� 
they shall by law direct. The number of repre-
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sentatives shall not exceed one for every thirty 
thousand, but each State shall have at least one 
representative; and until such enumeration shall 
be made, the State of New Hampshire shall be 
entitled to choose three; Massachusetts, eight; 
Rhode Island and Providence Plantations, one; 
Connecticut, five; New York, six; New Jersey, four; 
Pennsylvania, eight; Delaware, one; Maryland, six; 
Virginia, ten; North Carolina, five; South Carolina, 
five; and Georgia, three. 

4. When vacancies happen in the representation
from any State, the executive authority thereof 
shall issue writs of election to fill such vacancies. 

5. The house of representatives shall choose
their speaker and other officers, and shall have the 
sole power of impeachm·ent. 

Section 3, 

1. The senate of the United States shall be com­
posed of two senators from each State, chosen by 
the legislature thereof, for six years; and each 
senator shall have one vote. 

2. Immediately after they shall be assembled in
consequence of the first election, they shall be 
divided as equaly as may be into ,three classes. 
The seats of the senators of the first class shall 
be vacated at the expiration of the seconcl year, 
of the second class at the expiration of the fourth 
year, and of the third class at the expiration of 
the sixth year, so that one-third may be chosen 
every second year; and if vacancies happen, by 
resignation or otherwise, during the recess of the 
legislature of any State, the executive thereof may 
make temporary appointments until the next meet­
ing of the legislature, which shall then fill such 
vacancies. 

3. No person shall be a senator who shall not
have attained to the age of thirty years, and been 
nine years a citizen of the United States, and who 
shall not, when elected, be an inhabitant of that 
State for which he shall be chosen. 

4: The vice-president of the United States shall 
be president of the senate, but shall have no vote 
unless they be equally divided. 

5. The senate shall choose their other officers,
and also a president pro tempore in the absence of 
the vice-president or when he shall exercise the 
office of president of the United States. 

6. The senate shall have the sole power to try
all impeachments. When sitting for that purpose 
they shall be on oath or affirmation. When the 
president of the United States is tried, the chief 
justice shall preside; and no person shall be con­
victed without the concurrence of two-thirds of the 
members present. 

7. Judgment in cases of impeachment shall not
extend further than to removal from office, and 
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disqualification to hold and enjoy any office of 
honor, trus.t or profit under the United States· but 
the party convicted shall, nevertheless be liable 
and subject to indictment, trial, judgme:n't and pun­
ishment, according to law. 

Section 4. 

1. The times, place, and manner of holding elec­
tions for senators and representatives shall be pre­
scribed in each State by the legislature thereof; 
but the congress may at any time by law make or 
alter such regulations, except as to the places of 
choosing senators. 

2. The congress shall assemble at least once in
every year; and such meeting shall be on the first 
Monday in December, unless they shall by law 
appoint a different day. 

Section 5. 

1. Each house shall be the judge of the elec­
tions, returns and qualifications of its own mem­
bers, and a majority of each shall constitute a 
quorum to do business; but a smaller number may 
adjourn from day to day, and may be authorized 
to compel the attendance of absent members, in 
such manner and under such penalties as each 
house may provide. 

2. Each house may determine the rules of its
proceedings, punish its members for disorderly 
behavior, and with the concurrence of two-thirds, 
expel a member. 

3. Each house shall keep a journal of its pro­
ceedings, and from time to time publish the ·same, 
excepting such parts as may, in their judgment, 
require secrecy; and the yeas and nays of the mem­
bers of either house on any question shall at the 
desire of one-fifth of those present, be entered on 
the journal. 

4. Neither house, during the session· of congress,
shall without the consent of the other, adjourn for 
more than three days, nor to any other place than 
that in which the two houses shall be sitting. 

Section 6. 

1. The senators and representatives shall re­
ceive a compensation for their services, to be 
ascertained by law and paid out of the treasury of 
the United States. They shall, in all cases except 
treason, felony and breach of the peace, be priv­
ileged from arrest during the.ir attendance at the 
session of their respective houses, and in going to 
and. returning from the same; and for any speech 
or debate in either house they shall not be ques­
tioned in any other place. 

· 2 .. No senator or representative shall during the
time for which he was elected, be appointed to any 
civil office under the authority of the United 
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States, which shall have been created, or the emolu­
ments. whereof shall have bee? increased, during 
such time; and no person holding any office under 
the United States shall be a member of either house 
during his continuance in office. 

Section 7. 

1. All bills for raismg revenues shall originate
in the house of representatives; but the senate may 
propose or concur with amendments as on other 
bills. 

2. Every bill which shall have passed the house
of representatives and the senate shall, before it 
become a law, be presented to the president of the 
United States; if he approve, he shall sign it; but if 
not, he shall return it, with his objections, to that 
house in which it shall have originated; who shall 
enter the objections at large on their journal, and 
proceed to reconsider it. If, after such considera­
tion, two-thirds of the house shall agree to pass 
the bill, it shall be sent, together with the objec­
tions, to the other house, by which it shall like­
wise be reconsidered, and, · if approved by two­
thirds of that house, it shall become a law. But 
in all such cases, the votes of both houses shall be 
determined by yeas and nays, and the names of 
the persons voting for and against the bill shall 
be entered on the journal of each house respect­
ively. If any bill shall not be returned by the 
president within ten days (Sunday excepted) after 
it shall have been presented to him, the same shall 
be a law in like manner as if he had signed it, 
unless the congress, by their adjournment, prevent 
its return, in which case it shall not be a law. 

3. .Every order, resolution or vote, to which the
concurrence of the senate and house of representa­
tives may. be necessary (except· on a question of 
adjournment), shall be presented to the president 
of the United States; and before the same shall 
take effect, shall be approved by him; or, being 
disapproved by him, shall be repassed by two­
thirds of the senate and house of representatives, 
according to the rules and limitations prescribed 
in the case of a bill. 

Section 8. 

The· congress shall h�ve power: 
1. To lay and collect duties, imposts and excises;

to pay the debts and provide for t�e common 
defense and general welfare of the Umted States; 
but all ,duties, imposts, and excises shall be uniform 
throughout the United States. 

2. To borrow money on the credit of the United
.States. .. • . . f . . -

3. To regulate commerce with oreign nat10_ns,
and among the _seve·ra1 States, and with the Indian 
tribes. 
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4. To establish an uniform rule of naturaliza­
tion, and uniform laws on the subject of bankrupt­
cies throughout the United States. 

5. To coin money, regulate the value thereof
and of foreign coin, and fix the standard of weight� 
and measures. 

6. To provide for the punishment of counterfeit­
ing the securities and current coin of the United 
States. 

7. To establish post-offices and post-roads.
8. To promote the progress of science and useful

arts, by securing for limited times, to authors and 
inventors, the exclusive right to their respective 
writings and discoveries. 

9. To constitute tribunals inferior t'b the
supreme court;. to define and punish piracies and 
felonies committed on the high seas, and offenses 
against the law of nations. 

10. To declare war, grant letters of marque and
reprisal, and make rules concerning captures on 
land and water. 

11. To raise and support armies; but no appro­
priation of money to that use shall be for a longer 
term than two years. 

12. To provide and maintain a navy.
13. To make rules for the government and regu­

lation of the land and naval forces. 
14. To provide for calling forth the militia to

execute the laws of the Union, suppress insurrec­
tions and repel invasions. 

15. To provide for organizing, arming and dis­
ciplining the militia, and for governing such part 
of them as may be employed in the service of the 
United States, reserving to the States respectively 
the appointment of the officers and the authority 
of training the militia according to the discipline 
prescribed by congress. 

16. To exercise exclusive legislation in all cases
whatsoever, over such district (not exceeding ten 
miles square) as may, by cession of particular 
States, and the acceptance by congress, become the 
seat of government of the United States; and to 
exe·rcise like authority over all places purchased, 
by the consent of the legislature of the State in 
which the same shall be, for the erection of forts, 
magazines, arsenals, dock-yards, and other needful 
buildings; and 

17. To make all laws which sha-11 be necessary
and proper for carrying into execution the fore­
going powers,· and all othe.r powers vested by !his 
constitution in the government of . the United 
States, or in any department. or officer tp.ereof. 

Section 9; 

1. The migration or importatipn P.f . such persons
as ariy of the States· now existing shall think 
proper to admit, shall not be prohibited by the 
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aongress prior. to the year one thousand eight
hundred and eight; but a tax or duty may be im­
posed on such importation not exceeding ten 
dollars for each person, 

2. The privilege of the writ of habeas corpus
shall not be suspended, unless when, in cases of 
re}?elli_on, or invasion, the public safety may re­
qmre 1t. 

3. No bill of attainder, or ex post facto law shall
be passed. 

4. No capitation or other direct tax shall be laid,
unless in proportion to the census or enumeration 
herein before directed to be taken. 

5. No tax or duty shall be laid on articles ex­
ported from any State. No preference shall be 
given by any regulation of commerce or revenue 
to the ports of one State over those of another; 
nor shall vessels bound to or from one State be 
obliged to enter, clear or pay duties in another. 

6. No money shall be drawn from the treasury
but in consequence of appropriations made by law; 
and a regular statement and account of the receipts 
and expenditures of all public money shall be pub­
lished from time to time. 

7. No title of nobility shall be granted by the
United States; and no person holding any office 
of profit or trust under them shall, without the 
consent of the congress, accept ot any present, 
emolument, office, or title of any kind whatever, 
from any king, prince, or foreign state. 

Section 10. 

1. No State shall enter into any treaty alliance
or confederation, grant letters of marque and re­
prisal; coin money; emit bills of credit; make any­
thing but gold and silver coin a tender in payment 
of debts; pass any bill of attainder, ex post facto 
law, or law impairing the obligation of contracts; 
or grant any title of nobility. 

2. No State shall, without the consent of the
congress, lay any imposts or duties on imports or 
exports, except what may be absolutely necessary 
for executing its inspection laws, and the net pro­
duce of all duties and imposts laid by any State on 
imports or exports shall be for the use of the treas­
ury of the United States, and all such laws shall 
be subject to the revision and control of the con­
gress. No State shall, without the consent of 
congress, lay any duty on tonnage, keep troops or 
ships of war in times of peace, enter into any 
agreement or compact with another State, or with 
a foreign power, or engage in war, unless aqtually 
invaded, or in such imminent danger as will not 
admit of delay. 
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AR'l'ICLE II. 

Section 1. 

1. The executive power shall be vested in a
president of the United States of America. He 
shall hold his office during the term of four years; 
and, together with the vice-president chosen for 
the same term; be elected as follows: 

2. Each State shall appoint, in such ·manner as
the legislature thereof may direct, a number of 
electors equal to the whole number of senators and 
representatives to which the State may be entitled 
in the congress, but no senator or representative, 
or person holding an office of trust or profit under 
the United States, shall be appointed an elector. 

3. (The electors shall meet in their respective
States, and vote by ballot for two persons, of whom 
one at least shall not be an inhabitant of the same 
State with themselves. And they shall make a list 
of all the persons voted for, and of the number of 
votes for each, which list they shall sign and 
certify, and transmit sealed to the seat of govern­
ment of the United States, directed to the president 
of the senate. The president of the senate shall 
in the presence of the senate and the house of rep­
resentatives, open all the certificates, and the votes 
shall then be counted. The person having the 
greatest number of votes shall be the president, 
if such number be a majority of the whole number 
of electors appointed; and if there be more than 
one who have such majority, and have an equal 
number of votes, then the house of representatives 
shall immediately choose by ballot, one of them for 
president; and if no person have a majority, then, 
from the five highest on the list, the said house 
shall in like manner, choose the president. But in 
choosing the president, the vote. shall be taken by 
States, the representation from each State having 
one vote; a quorum for this purpose shall consist 
of a member or members from two-thirds of the 
States, and a majority of all the States shall be 
necessary to a choice. In every case, after the 
choice of the president, the person having the 
greatest number of votes of the electors shall be 
the vice-president. But if there should remain two 
or more who have equal votes, the senate shall 
choose from them, by ballot, the vice-president.)* 

*This paragraph has been. superseded and an­
nulled by the 12th amendment. 

4. The congress may determine the �ime of
choosing. the electors, and the day on which they 
shall give their votes, which day shall be the _same 
throughout the United States. 

5. No person, except a n_atu_ral born . citizen, or
. a citizen of the United States at the time of the 

adoption of this constitution, shall be eligible to 
the office of president; neither shall any person be
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eligible to that office who shall not have attained 
to the age of thirty-five years, and been fourteen 
years a resident within the United States. 

6. in case of the removal of the president from
office, or of his death, resignation, or inability to 
discharge the powers and duties of the said office, 
the same shall devolve on the vice-president; and 
the congress may, by law, provide for the case of 
removal, death, rt3signation or inability, both of the 
president and vice-president, declaring what officer 
shall then act as president, and such officer snall 
act accordingly, until the disability be removed, or 
a president shall be elected. 

·7, The president shall, at stated times, receive
for his services a compensation which shall neither 
be increased nor diminished during the period for 
which he shall have been elected; and he shall not 
receive within that period any other emolument 
.from the United States, or any of them. 

8. Before he enter on the execution of his office,
he shall take the following oath or affirmation: 

"I do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will 
faithfully execute the office of President of the 
United States; and will, to the best of my ability, 
preserve, protect, and defend the constitution of 
the United States." 

Section 2. 

1. The president shall be commander-in-chief of
the army and navy of the United States, and of 
the militia of the several states, when called into 
the actual service of the United States. He may 
require the opinion, in writing, of the principal 

·officer in each of the executive dep·artments, upon 
any subject relating to the duties of their_ respect­
ive offices; and he shall have power to grant re­
prieves and pardons for offenses against the United 
States, except in cases of impeachment.

2. He shall have power, by and with the advice
and consent of the senate, to make treaties, pro­
vided two-thirds of the senators present concur;
and he shall nominate, and by and with the advice 
and consent of the senate shall appoint, ambassa­
dors, other public ministers· and consuls, judges 
of the supreme court, and all other_ officers of the
United States whose appointments are not herein 
otherwise provided for, and which shall be estab­
lished .by law. But the congress may, by law, vest 
the appointment of such· inferior officers as they 
think proper, in the president alone, in the courts 
of law, or in the heads of departments. 

3. The president shall have power to fill up
all vacancies that :m,ay h�ppen during the recess 
of the senate, by grantmg commissions which
shall expire at the_-end of their next session. 
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Section 3. 

1. He shall, from time to time·, give to the con­
gress information of the state of the Union and 
recommend to their consideration such mea'sures 
as he shall judge necessary and expedient. He 
may, on extraordinary occasions, convene both 
houses, or either of them; and in case of dis­
agreement between them, with respect to the time 
of adjournmet, he may adjourn them to such. time 
as he shall think proper. He shall receive ambas­
sadors and other public ministers. He shall take 
care that the laws be faithfully executed; and shall 
commission all the officers of the United States. 

Section 4. 

1. The president, vice president, and all civil
officers of the United States, shall be removed from 
office on impeachment for, and conviction of 
treason, bribery or other high crimes and mis­
demeano.rs. 

ARTICLE III. 
Section 1. 

1. The judicial power of. the United States shall
be vested in one supreme court, ,and in such in­
ferior courts as the congress may, from time to 
time, ordain and establish. The judges, both of 
the supreme and inferior courts, shall hold their 
offices during gopd behavior; and shall, at stated 
times, receive for their services a compensation, 
which shall not be diminished during their con­
tinuance in office. 

Section 2. 

1. The judicial power shall extend to all_ cases
in law and equity arising under this constitution, 
the laws of the United States, and treaties made, 
or which shall be made,· under their authority; to 
all cases affecting ambassadors, other public 
ministers, and consuls; to all cases of admiralty 
and maritime· jurisdiction; to controversies to 
which the United States shall be a party; to con­
troversies between two or more. States; between a 
State and citizens of another State; between citi­
zens of different States, between citizens of the 
same State claiming lands under grants of different 
States, and between a State, · or the citizens 
thereof, and foreign States, citizens or subjects. 

2. In all, cases affecting ambassadors, other pub­
lic ministers and consuls, and t,hose in which a 
State shall be party, the supreme court shall hav.e 
original jurisdiction. In all the other cases before 
mentioned. the supreme court shall .have appellate 
jurisdiction, both as to law and fact, with, such 
exceptions and under such regulations as the con­
gress shall make. . · , · . . 

3. The trial of all crimes, except in cases. of im­
peachment, shall be by jury, and such trial shall

, 
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be held in the State where the said crimes shall 
have been committed; but when. not committed 
Within any State, the trial shall be at such place 
or places as the congress may by law have 
directed. 

Section 3. 

I. '!'reason against the United States shall con­
sist only in levying war against them or in ad­
hering to their enemies, giving them aid and com­
fort. No person shall be convicted of treason, 
unless on the testimony of two witnesses to the 
same overt act, or on confession in open court. 

2. The congress shall have power to declare the
punishment of treason; but no attainder of treason 
shall work corruption of blood, or forfeiture, ex­
cept during the life of the person attainted: 

ARTICLE IV. 

Section 1. 

I. Full faith and credit shall be given in each
State to the public acts, records, and judicial pro­
ceedings of every other State; and the congress 
may, by general laws, prescribe the manner in 
which such acts, records and proceedings shall be 
provided, and the effect thereof. 

Section 2. 

I. The citizens of each State ,shall be entitled
to all privileges and immunities of citizens in the 
several States. 

2. A person charged in any State with treason.
felony, or other crime, who shall flee from justice 
and be found in another State, shall, on demand 
of the executive authority of the State from which 
he fled, be delivered up, to be removed to the State 
having jurisdiction of the crime. 

3. No person held to service or labor in one
·State under the laws thereof, escaping into an,
other, shall, in consequence of any law or regula­
tion therein, be discharged from such service or
labor; but .shall be delivered up on claim of the
party to whom such service or labor may be due.

Section 3. 

1. New States may be admitted by the congress
into this Union; but no new State shall be formed 
or erected within the jurisdiction of any other 
States, nor any State be formed by the junction of 
two or more States or parts of States, without 
the consent of the legislatures of the States con­
cerned, as well as of the congress. 

2. The congress shall have power to dispose of
and make all needful rules and regulations respect­
ing the territory or other property belonging to 
the United States; and nothing in this constitu­
tion shall be so construed as to prejudice any 
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claims of the United States, or of any particular 
State. 

Section 4. 

1. The United States shall guarantee to every
State in this Union a republican form of govern­
ment, and shall protect each of them against in­
vasion; and on application of the legislature or 
of the executive (when the legislature cannot b.e 
convened) against domestic violence. 

ARTICLE V. 

1. The congress, whenever two-thirds of both
houses shall deem it necessary, shall propose 
amendments to this constitution; or, on the appli­
cation of the legislatures of two-thirds of the sev­
eral States, shall call a convention for proposing 
amendments which, in either case, shall be valid 
to all intents and purposes, as part of this consti­
tution, when ratified by the legislatures of three­
fourths of the several States, or by conventions 
in three-fourths thereof, as the one or the other 
mode of ratification may be proposed by the con­
gress; provided that no amendment, which may be 
made prior. to the year one thousand eight hun­
dred and eight, shall in any manner affect the 
first and fourth clauses in the ninth section of the 
first article, and that no State, without its con­
sent, shall be deprived of its equal suffrage in the 
senate. 

ARTICLE VI. 

1. All debts contracted and engagements
entered into before the adoption of this constitu­
tion s.hall be as valid against the United States 
under this constitution, as under the confedera­
ti:.m. 

2. This constitution, and the laws of the United
States which shall be made in pursuance thereof, 

· and all treaties made, or which shall be made,
under the authority of the United States shall be
the supreme law of the land; and the judges in
every State shall be bound thereby, anything in
the constitution or laws of any State to the con­
trary notwithstanding.

3. The senators and representatives before men­
tioned, and the members of the several State
legislatures, and all executive and judicial officers,
both of the United States and of the several States,
shall be bound by oath or affirmation to support
this constitution; but no religious test shall ever
be · required as a qualification to any office or
public trust under the United States.

ARTICLE VII. 

1. The ratification of the conventions of nine
States shall be sufficient for the establishment of 
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this constitution between the States so ratifying 
the same. 

Done in convention by the unanimous consent 
of the States present, the seventeenth day of 
September, in the year of our· Lord one thou­
sand seven hundred and eighty-seven, and

of the Independence of the United States of 
America the twelfth. In witness whereof 
we have hereunto subscribed our names.

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AMENDMENTS 
TO 'I'HE CONS'l'ITU'I'ION OF THE UNITED 

STATES. 

19 

The following amendments were proposed at the 
first session of the • first congress of the United 
States, which was begun and held at the city of 
New York on the 4th day of March, 1789, and were 
adopted by the requisite number of States. Laws 
of the U. S. vol. 1, page 82. · 

(The following preamble and resolution preceded 
the original proposition of the amendments, and 
as they have been supposed to have an important 
bearing on the construction of those amendments, 
.they are here. inserted. They will be found in the 
journals of the first session of the first congress.) 

CONGRESS OF THE UNITED STATES, 

Begun and held at the city of New York, on 
Wednesllay, the 4tlt day of March, 1789. 

The conventions of a number of states having, 
at the time of their adopting the constitution, ex­
pressed a desire, in order to prevent misconstruc­
tion or abuse of its powers, that further declara­
tory and restrictive clauses should be added, and 
as extending the ground of public confidence in 

the government will best insure the beneficent 
ends of its institution: 

Resolved, By the Senate and House of 
Representatives of the United States of Ameri­
ca, in congress assembled, two-thirds of both 
houses concurring, that the following articles 
be proposed to the legislatures of the several 
States, as amendments to the constitution of 
the United States; all or any of which articles, 

when ratified by three-fourths of the said 
legislatures, to be valid to all intents and pur­
pos�s, as part of said constitution, namely: 

ARTICLE I. 

Congress shall make no law respecting an estab­
lishment of religion, or· prohibiting the free exer­
cise thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech 
or of the press; or the right of the people peace­
ably to assemble, and to petition the government 
for a redress of grievances. 

AR'l'ICLE II, 

A well regulated militia being necessary to the 
security of a free State, the right of the peopl� 
to keep and bear arms. shall not be infringed. 

ARTICLE III. 

No soldier shall, in time of peace, be quartered 
in any house without the consent of the ow_ner, 
nor in time of war but in a manner to be prescribed 
by law. 
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ARTICLE IV. 
The right of the people to be secure in theirpersons, houses, papers, and effects against un­r�asonable searches and seizures, 'shall not be v10lated; and no warrants shall issue but upon probable cause, supported by oath or affirmation and particularly describing the place to be searchecland the person or things to be seized. 

ARTICLE V. 
No person shall be held to answer for a capital or otherwise infamous crime, unless on a pre­

sentmen! ?r i�dictment of a grand jury, except in cases ans1ng 1n the land or naval forces or in the militia, when in actual service in time 'of war or public danger; nor shall any person be subject for 
the same offense to be twice put in jeopardy of 
life or limb; nor shall be compelled in any criminal 
case, to be a witness against himself; nor be de­
prived of life, liberty, or property, without due 
process of law; nor shall private property be taken 
for public use without just compensation. 

ARTICLE VI, 
In all criminal prosecutions, the accused shall 

enjoy the right to a speedy and public trial, by 
an impartial jury of the State and district wherein 
the crime shall have been committed, which dis­
trict shall have been previously ascertained by 
law; and to be informed of the nature and cause 
of the accusation; to be confronted with the wit­
nesses against him; to have compulsory process 
for obtaining witnesses in his favor, and to have 
the assistance of counsel for his defense. 

ARTICLE VU. 

In suits at common law, where the value in con­
troversy shall exceed twenty dollars, the right of 
trial by jury shall be preserved; and no fact tried 
by a jury shall be otherwise re-examined in any 
court of the United States, than according to the 
rules of the common law.* 

ARTICLE VIII. 

· Excessive bail shall not be required, nor ex­
cessive fines imposed, nor cruel and unusual pun'.' 
ishment inflicted. 

ARTICLE IX, 

The enumeration in the constitution of. certain
rights shall not be construed to deny or disparage
others retained by the people. 

ARTICLE X, 

The powers not delegated t? _the Unit�d States
by the constitution, nor proh1b1ted by 1t to the

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. States, are reserved to the States respectively, or
to the people. 

(The foll<_>wing amend!llent was proposed at the
second session of the third congress. It is printed 
in the Laws of the United States, vol. 1 p 73 as
article 11.) ' · ' 

ARTICLE XI. 

The judicial power of the United States shall not 
be construed to extend to any.suit in law or equity,
commenced or prosecuted agamst one of the United 
States by citizens of another State, or by citizens 
or subjects of any foreign state. 

(The three following sections were proposed as 
amendments at the first session of the eighth con­
gress. They are printed in the Laws of the United 
States as article 12.) 

ARTICLE XII. 

1. The electors shall meet in their respective
States, and vote by ballot for president and vice­
president, one of whom at least shall not be an in­
habitant of the same State with themselves. They 
shall name in. their ballots the person voted for as 
president, and in distinct ballots the person voted 
for as vice-president; and they shall make distinct 
lists of all persons voted for as president, and of 
all persons voted for as vice-president, and of the 
number of votes for each; which lists they shall 
sign and certify and transmit sealed to the seat 
of government of the United States, directed to 
the president of the senate. The· president of 
the senate shall, in the presence of the senate and 
house of representatives, open all the certificates, 
and the votes shall then be counted. The person 
having the greatest number of votes for president 
shall be president, if such number be a majority 
of the whole number of electors appointed; and 
if no person have such majority, then from the 
persons having the highest numbers, not exceed­
ing three, on the list of those voted for as presi­
dent, the house of representatives shall choose im­
mediately, by ballot, the president. But in_ choos-:­
ing the president, the votes shall be taken by 
States, the representation from each State having 
one vote; a quorum for this purpose shall consist 
of a member or members from two-thirds of the 
States, and a majority of all the States shall be 
necessary to a choice. And if the house of repre­
sentatives shall not choose a president, whenever 
the right of choice shall devolve upon them, before 
the fourth day of March next following, then the 
vice-president shall act as president as in the case 
of the death or other constitutional disability 
of the president. 

2. The person having the greates!, numb!3r of
votes as vice-president shall be the v1ce-pres1dent,
if such number be a majority of the whole· number
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of electors appointed, and if no person have a 
majority, then from the two highest numbers on 
the list the senate shall choose the vice-president. 
A quorum for the purpose shall consist of two­
thirds of the whole number of senators, and a ma­
jority of the whole number shall be necessary to a 
choice. 

3. But no person constitutionally ineligible to 
the office of president shall be eligible to that of 
vice-president of the United States. 

ARTICLE XIII. 

Section 1. 

Neither slavery nor involuntary servitude, ex­
cept as a punishment for crime, whereof the party 
shall have been duly convicted, shall exist within 
the United States, or any place subject to their 

. jurisdiction. 
Section 2. 

Congress shall have power to enforce this article 
by appropriate legislation. 

ARTICLE XIV. 

Section 1. 

All persons born or naturalized in the United 
States, and subject to the jurisdiction thereof, are 
citizens of the United States and of the State 
wherein they reside. No State shall make or en­
force any law which shall abridge the privileges 
or immunities of citizens of the United States; nor 
shall any State deprive any person .of life, liberty 
or property, without due process of law, nor deny 
to any person within its jurisdiction the equal 
protection of the laws. 

Section 2. 

Representatives shall be apportioned among the 
several States according to their respective num­
bers,, counting the whole number of persons in each 
State, excluding Indians not taxed. But when the 
right to vote at any election for the choice of elec­
tors for president and vice-president of the United 
States, representatives in congress, the executive 
and judicial officers of a State, or the members of 
the legislature thereof, is denied to any of the male 
inhabitants of such State, being twenty-one years 
of age, and citizens of the United States, or in any 
way abridged, except for participation in rebellion 
or other crime, the basis of representation therein 
shall be reduced in the proportion which the num­
ber of such male citizens shall bear to the whole 
number· of male citizens twenty-one years of age 
in such State. 
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Section 3. 

No person shall be a senator or representative in 
congress, or elector of president and vice-presi­
de�t, or hold any office, civil or military, under the 
Unit�d States, or under any State, who, having 
previously taken an oath as a member of congress 
or as an officer of the Unit.ed States, or as a mem� 
ber of any State legislature, or as an executive or 
judicial officer of any State, to support the con­
stitution of the United States, shall have engaged 
i� insm:rectiop or rebellion against the same, or 
given ai.d or comfort to the enemies thereof. But 
congress may, by a vote of two-thirds of each 
house, remove such disabiHty. 

Section 4. 

The validity of the public debt of the United 
States authorized by law including debts incurred 
for payment of pensions and bounties for services 
in suppressing insurrection or rebellion, shall not 
be questioned. But neither the United States nor 
any State shall assume or pay any debt or obliga­
tion incurred in aid of insurrection or rebellion 
against the United States, or any claim for the loss 
or emancipation of any slave; but all such debts, 
obligations and claims shall be held illegal and 
void. 

Section 5. 

The congress shall have power to enforce, by 
appropriate legislation, the provisions of this 
article. 

ARTICLE XV. 

Section 1. 

The right of citizens of the United States to vote 
shall not be denied or abridged by the United States 
or by any State on account of race, c,olor or pre­
vious condition of servitude. 

Section 2. 

The congress shall have power to enforce this 
article by appropriate legislation. 

ARTICLE XVI. 

The congress shall have power to lay and collect 
taxes on incomes, ·from whatever source derived, 
without apportionment among the several sta�es, 
and without regard to any census or enumerat10n. 

ARTICLE .XVII. 

(In lieu of the first paragraph of section 3 of 
article 1 of the constitution of the United States 
and in lieu of so much of paragraph 2 of the same 
section as relates to the filling of vacancies.) 



24 Constitutional .Amendments 

Section 1. 

The senate of the United States shall be composed 
of two senators from each state, elected by the 
people thereof, for six years; and each senator 
shall have one vote. The· electors in each state 
shall. have the qualifications requisite for electors 
of the most numerous branch of the state legis­
lature. 

Section 2. 

When vacancies happen in the representation of 
any state in the senate, the executive authority of 
such state shall issue writs of election to fill such 
vacancies: Provided, That the legislature of· any 
state may empower the executive thereof to make 
temporary appointments until the people fill the 
vacancies by election as the legislature may direct. 

Section 3, 

This amendment shall not be so construed as to 
affect the election or term of any senator chosen 
before it becomes valid as part of the constitution. 



ENABLING ACT 

An Act to provide for the division of Dakota into 
two states and to enable the people of North 
Dakota, South Dakota, Montana and Washington 
to form constitutions and state governments and 
to be admitted into the Union on an equal foot­
ing with the original states, and to make dona­
tions of public lands to such states. 
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and 

House of Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress Assembled: That the in­
habitants of all that part of the area of the United 
States now constituting the Territories of Dakota, 
Montana and Washington, as at present described, 
may become the States of North Dakota, South 
Dakota, Montana and Washington, respectively, as 
hereinafter provided. 

Sec. 2. The area comprising the Territory of 
Dakota shall, for the purpose of this act, be 
divided on the line of the, seventh standard parallel 
produced due west to the western boundary of 
said territory; and the delegates elected as here­
inafter provided to the constitutional convention 
in districts north of said parallel shall assemble 
in convention, at the time prescribed in this act, 
at the city of Bismarck; and delegates elected in 
districts south of said parallel shall, at the same 
time, assemble in convention at the city of Sioux 
Falls. 

Sec. 3. That all persons who are qualified by 
the laws of said territories to vote for representa­
tives to the legislative assemblies thereof, are 
hereby authorized to vote for and choose dele­
gates to form conventions in said proposed states; 
and the qualifications for delegates to such con­
ventions shall be such as by the laws of said ter­
ritories, respectively, persons are required to pos­
sess to be eligible to the legislative assemblies, 
thereof; and the aforesaid delegates to form said 
conventions shall be appointed within the limits 
of the proposed states, in such districts as may be 
established as herein provided, in proportion. to 
the population of each of such counties and dis­
tricts, as near as may be, to be ascertained at the 
time of making said apportionments by the per­
sons hereinafter authorized to make the same, 
from the best information obtainable, in each of 
which districts three delegates shall be elected, 
but no elector shall vote for more than two per­
sons for delegates to such conventions; that said 
apportionments shall be made by the governor, 
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an� chief justice, and the secretary of said terri­
tories; and th_e governors of said territories shall, 
by proclamat10n, order an election of the dele­
gates aforesaid in each of said proposed states, 
to be held on the Tuesday after the second Mon­
da� in May, ei�hteen hundred and eighty-nine, 
which proclama t10n shall be isuecl on the fifteen th 
day of April, eighteen hundred and eighty-nine· 
and such election shall be conducted the return� 
made, the result ascertained, and th'e certificates 
to persons elected to such convention issued in the 
same manner as is prescribed by laws of said terri­
tories regulating elections therein for delegates to 
congress; and the number of votes cast for dele­
gates in each precinct shall also be returned. The 
n_umber of delegates to saicl conventions, respec­
tively, shall be seventy-five; and all. persons resi­
dents in said proposed states, who are qualified 
vo.ters of said territories as herein provided, shall 
be entitled to vote upon the election of delegates; 
and under such rules and regulations as said con­
ventions may prescribe, not in conflict with this 
act, upon the ratification or rejection of the con­
stitutions. 

Sec. 4. That the delegates to the conventions 
elected as provided for in this act shall meet at 
the seat of government of each of said territories, 
except the delegates elected in South Dakota, who 
shall meet at the city of Sioux Falls, on the 
fourth clay of July, eighteen hundred and eighty­
nine, and, after organization, shall declare, on be­
half of the people of said proposed states, that 
they adopt the constitution of the United States; 
whereupon said conventions shall be, and are 
hereby, authorized to form constitutions and state 
governments for said proposed states, respectively. 
The constitutions shall be republican in form, and 
make no distinction in civil or political rights on 
account of race or color, except as to Indians not 
taxed, and not be repugnant to the constitution of 
the United States and the principles of the Decla­
ration of Independence. And said convention shall 
provide, by ordinance irrevocable without the 
consent of the United States and people of said 
·states: First: That perfect toleration of religious
sentiment shall be secured, and that no inhabitant
of said states shall ever be molested in person or
proper'ty on account of his or her mode of religious
worship. Second: That the people inhabiting said
proposed states do agree and declare that they
forever disclaim all right and title to the unappro­
priated public lands lying within the boundaries
thereof, and to all lands lying within said limits
owned or held by any Indian or Indian tribes; and
that until the title thereto shall have been extin­
guished by the United States, the same shall be and
remain subject to the disposition of the United
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States, and said Indian lands shall remain under 
the absolute jurisdiction and control of the. congress 
of th� United States; that the lands belonging to 
the citizens of the United States residing without 
the said state shall never be taxed at a higher rate 
than. the lands belonging to residents thereof; that 
no taxes shall be imposed by the states on lands 
or property therein belonging to or which may 
hereafter be purchased by the United States or 
reserved for its use. But nothing herein, or in the 
ordinances herein provided for, shall preclude the 
said states from taxing, as other lands are taxed, 
any lands owned or held by any Indian who has 
severed his tribal relations, and has obtained from 
the United States or any person a title thereto, by 
patent or other grant,· save and except such lands 
as have been or ma.y be granted to any Indian or 
Indians under any act of congress containing a 
provision exempting the lands th us granted from 
taxation; but said ordinance shall provide that all 
such lands shall· be exempt from taxation by said 
states so long and to such extent as such act of 
congress may prescribe. Third: That the debts 
and liabilities of said territories shall be assumed 
and paid by said states, respectively. Fourth: That 
provision shall be made for the establishment and 
maintenance of systems of public schools, which 
shall be open to all the children of said states and 
free from sectarian control. 

Sec. 5. That the convention which shall 'as­
semble at Bismarck shall form a constitution and 
state government for a state to be known as North 
Dakota, and the convention which shall assemble 
at Sioux Falls shall form a constitution and state 
government for a state to be known as South Da­
kota: Provided, '..rhat at the· election for delegates 
to the constitutional convention in South Dakota, 
as hereinbefore provided, ea.ch elector may havEl 
written or printed on his ballot the words "For 
the Sioux Falls Constitution," or the words 
"Against the Sioux Falls Constitution," and the 
votes on this question shall be returned and can­
vassed in the same manner as for the election pro­
vided for in section three of this act; and if .a 
majority of all votes cast on this s1l.all be "For the 
Sioux Falls Constitution," it shall be the duty of 
the convention which may assemble at Sioux Falls, 
as herein provided, to re-submit to the people of 
South Dakota. for ratification or rejection at the 
election hereinafter provided for in this act, the 
constitution framed at Sioux Falls, and adopted 
November third, eighteen hundred and eighty-five, 
and also the. articles and propositions separately 
submitted at that election, including the question 
of locating the temporary seat of government, 
with such changes only as relate to the name and 
boundary of the proposed state, to the reappor-
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tionment of the judicial and legislative districts, and such amendm�nts · as may be necessary in order to comply with the provisions of this act a_nd if a m_ajor:ity of the votes cast on the ratifica� t10n or reJection of the constitution shall be for the constitution, irrespective of the articles sepa­rately �ubmitted, the State of South Dakota shall be_ adJ?itted as a _state in the Union under said con� stitution as hereinafter provided; but the archives, rec9rds and books of the Territory · of Dakota, until an agreement in reference thereto is reached by the states. But if at the election for delegates to the constitutional convention in South Dakota a majority of all the votes cast at that election shall be "Against the Sioux Falls Constitution" 
then and in that event it· shall be the duty �f the convention which will assemble at the City 
of Sioux Falls on the fourth day of July, eighteen 
hundred and eighty-nine, to proceed to form a 
constitution and state government as provided in 
this act the same as if that question had not 
been submitted to a vote of the people of South 
Dakota. 

Sec. 6. It shall be the duty of the constitutional, 
conventions o.f North Dakota and South Dakota to 
appoint a joint commission, to be composed of not 
less than three members of each convention, whose 
duty it shall be to assemble at Bismarck, the 
present seat of government of said territory, and 
agree upon an equitable division of all property 
belonging to the Territory of Dakota, the dispo­
sition of all public records, and also adjust and 
agree upon the amount of the debts and liabilities 
of the territory which shall be assumed and paid 
by each of the proposed states of North Dakota 
and South Dakota; and the agreeme·nt reached re­
specting the territorial debts and liabilities shall 
be incorporated in the respective constitutions, and 
each of said states shall obligate itself to pay its 
portion of such debts and liabilities the same as 
if they had been created by such states respec­
tively. 

Sec. 7. If the constitutions formed for both 
North Dakota and South Dakota shall be rejected 
by the people' at the elections for the ratifica­
tion or rejection· of their respective constitutions 
as provided for in this act, the teritorial govern­
ment of Dakota shall continue in existence the 
same as if this act had not been passed. But if 
the constitution formed for either North or South 
Dakota shall be rejected by the people, that �art 
of the territory so rejecting its proposed constitu­
tion shall continue under the territorial govern­
ment of the present Territory of Dakota, but shall, 
after .the state adopting its constitution is ad­
mitted into the Union, be called by the name of the 
Territory of North Dakota, or South Dakota, as 
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the case may be: Provided, That if either of the 
proposed states provided for in this act shall re­
ject the constitution which may be submitted for 
ratification or rejection at the election provided 
therefor, the governor of the · territory in which 
such proposed constitution was rejected shall issue 
his proclamation reconvening the delegates elected 
to the convention which formed such rejected con­
stitution, fixing the time and place at which said 
delegates shall assemble; and when so assembled 
they shall proceed to form another constitution or 
to amend the rejected constitution, and shall sub­
mit such new constitution or amended constitu­
tion to the people of the proposed state for ratifica­
tion or rejection, at such time as such convention 
may determine; and all the provisions of this act, 
so far as applicable, shall apply to such convention 
so reassembled and to the constitution which may 
be formed, its ratification or rejection, and to the 
admission of the proposed state. 

Sec. 8 . .  That the constitutional convention which 
may assemble in South Dakota shall provide by 
ordinance for resubmitting the Sioux Falls con­
stitution of eighteen hundred and eighty-five, after 
having amended the same as provided in section 
five of this act, to the people of South Dakota 
for ratification or rejection at an election to be 
held therein on the first Tuesday in October, 
eighteen hundred and eighty-nine, but if said 
constitutional convention is authorized and re­
quired to form a new constitution for South Da­
kota, it shall provide for submitting the same in 
like manner to the people of South Dakota for 
ratification or rejection at an election to be held 
in said proposed state on the said first Tuesday in 
October. And the constitutional conventions which 
may assemble in North Dakota, Montana and 
Washington shall provide in like manner for sub­
mitting. the constitutions formed by them to the 
people of said proposed states, respectively, for 
ratification or rejection at elections to be held in 
said proposed states on said first Tuesday in Octo­
ber. At the elections provided in 'this section the 
qualified voters of said proposed states shall vote 
directly for or against the proposed constitutions 
and for or against any articles or propositions 
separately submitted. The returns of said elec­
tions shall be made to the secretary of each of said 
territories, who, with the governor and chief jus­
tice thereof, or any two of them, shall canvass 
the same; and if a majority of the legal votes 
cast shall . be for the constitution the governor 
shall certify the result to the president of the 
United States together with a statement of the 
votes cast thereon and upon separate articles or 
propositions, and .a copy of said constitution, ar-
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ticles? p�opositions and ordinances. And if · the 
constitut10ns and governments· of said proposed 
s�a�es are republican in form and if all the pro­
v1s10ns. of this act have been complied with in the 
format10n thereof, it shall be the duty of the presi­
dent of the United States to issue his proclamation 
announcing the result of the election in each, and 
thereupon the proposed states which have adopted 
constitutions and formed state governments as. 
herein provided shall be deem,ed aclmitted by con­
gress into the Union, under and by virtue of this 
act, on an equal footing with the original states, 
from and after the date of said proclamation. 

Sec. 9. That until the next general census, or 
until otherwise provided by law, said states shall 
be entitled to one representative in the hOuse of 
representatives of the United States, except South 
Dakota, which shall be entitled to two; and the 
representatives to the fifty-first congress, together 
with the governors and other officers provided for 
in ·said constitutions, may be elected on the same 
day of the elections for the ratification or rejec­
tion of the constitutions; and until said state offi­
cers are elected and qualified under the provisions 
of each constitution and the states; respectively, 
are admitted into the Union, the territorial officers 
shall continue-to discharg,e the duties of. their re­
spective offices in each of said territories. 

Sec. 10. That upon the admission of each of 
said states into the Union, sections numbered six­
teen and thirty-six in every township of said pro­
posed states, and where such section, or any part 
thereof, have been sold or otherwise disposed of . 
by or under the authority ,of an act of congress, 
other lands equivalent thereto, in legal subdivi­
sions of not less than one�quarter section, and 
as contiguous as may be to the section in lieu of 
which the same is taken, are hereby granted to 
said states for the support of common schools, 
such indemnity lands to be selected within said 
states in such manner as the legislature may pro­
vide, with the approval of the secretary of_ the 
interior. Provided, That the sixteenth and thirty-• 
sixth sections embraced in permanent reservat10ns 
for national purposes shall not, at any time, be 
subject to the grants nor to the indemnity pro- , 
visions of this act, nor shall any lands embraced 
in Indian, military or other reservations of any 
character, be subject to the grants ~or to the in­
demnity provisions of this act until the reserva­
tion shall have been extinguished and such lands 
be restored to, and become a part of, the public 
domain. • Sec. 11. That all lands herein granted for edu­
cational purposes shall be disposed of only at pub­
lic sale and at a price not less than ten dollars per 
acre, the proceeds to constitute a" permanent sc):1001 
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fund, the interest of which only shall be expended 
in .the support of sai� schools. But said lands may, 
under. such regulat10ns as the legislatures· shall 
prescribe, be leased for periods of not more than 
five years,. in quantities not exceeding one section 
to any one person or company, and such land shall 
not be subject to· pre-emption, homestead entry, or 
any other entry under the land laws of the United 
States, whether surveyed or unsurveyed, but shall 
be reserved for school purposes only. 

Sec. ·12. That upon the admission of each of 
said states into the Union, in accordance with the 
provisions of this act, fifty sections of the un­
appropriated public lands within said states, to 
be selected and located in legal subdivisions, as 
provided in section ten of this act, shall be, and 
are hereby, granted to the states for the pur­
pose of erecting public buildings at the capital ot 
said states for legislative, executive and judicial 
purposes. 

Sec. 13. That five per centum of the proceeds 
of the sales of· public lands lying within said 
states which shall be sold by the United States 
subsequent to the admission of said states into the 
Union, after deducting all the expenses incident 
to the same, shall be paid to the said states, to be 
used as a permanent fund, the interest of which 
only shall be expended for the. support of common 
schools within said states, respectively. 

Sec. 14. That the lands granted to the terri­
tories of Dakota and Montana by the act of Febru­
ary eighteenth, eighteen hundred ·and eighty-one, 
entitled "An act to grant lands to Dakota, Mon­
tana, Arizona, Idaho and Wyoming for university 
purposes," are hereby vested in the states of South 
Dakota, North Dakota and Montana, respectively, 
if such states are admitted into the Union, as pro­
vided in this act, to the. extent of full quantity 
of seventy-two sections to each of said states, and 
any portion of said land that may have been 
selected by either of said territories of Dakota or 
Montana, may be selected by the respective states 
aforesaid, but said act of February eighteenth, 
eighteen hundred and eighty-one, shall be so 
arnendetl as to provide that none of said lands shall 
be sold for less than ten dollars per acre, and the 
proceeds shall constitute a permanent fund to be 
safely invested and held by said states severally, 
and the income thereof be used exclusively for 
university purposes. And such quantity -of the 
lands authorized by the fourth section of this act 
of July seventeenth, eighteen hundred and fifty­
four, to be reserved for university purposes in the 
Territory of vVashington, as, together with the 
lands confirmed to the vendees of the territory by 
the act of .March fourteenth, eighteen hundred and 
sixty-four, will make the full quantity of seventy-
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two entire sections, are hereby g
0

ranted in like 
manner to the State of Washington for the pur­
pose of a university in said state. None of the 
lands granted in this section shall be sold at less 
than ten dollars per acre; but said lands may be 
leased in the same manner as provided for in sec­
tion eleven of this act. The schools, colleges and 
universities provided for in this act shall forever 
remain under the exclusive control of said states, 
respectively, and no part of the proceeds arising 
from the sale or disposal of any lands herein 
granted for educational purposes shall be for the 
support of any sectarian or denominational school, 
college or university. The section of land granted 
by the act of .Tune sixteenth, eighteen hundred 
and eighty, to the Territory of Dakota for an 
asylum for the insane shall, upon the admission 
of said state of South Dakota into the Union, be­
come the property of said state. 

Sec. 15. That so much of the lands belonging to 
the United States as have been acquired and set 
apart for the purpose mentioned in "An Act appro­
priating money for the erection of a penitentiary 
in the Territory of Dakota," approved March sec­
ond, eighteen hundred and eighty-one, together 
with the buildings thereon, be and the same is 
hereby granted, together with any unexpended 
balances of money appropriated therefor, by said 
act, to the said State of South Dakota, for the pur­
poses therein designated; and the states of North 
Dakota and Washington shall, respectively, have 
like grants for the same purpose, and subject to 
like terms and conditions as provided in said act 
of March second, eighteen hundred and eighty-one, 
for the Territory of Dakota. The penitentiary at 
Deer Lodge City, Montana, and all lands connected 
therewith and set apart and reserved therefor, are 
hereby granted to the State of Montana. 

Sec. 16. That ninety thousand acres of land, to 
be selected and located as provided in section ten 
of this act, are hereby granted to each of said 
states, except to the State of South Dakota, to 
which one hundred and twenty thousand acres are 
granted, for the use and support of ag;dcultural 
colleges in said states, as provided in the act of 
Congress making donations of lands for such pur­
poses. 

Sec. 17. That. in lieu of the grant of land for 
purposes of internal improvements made to new 
states by the eighth section of the act of Septem­
ber fourth, eighteen hundred and forty-one, which 
act is hereby repealed as to the states provided for 
by this act, and in lieu of any claim or demand by 
the said states, or either of them, under the act of 
September twenty-eight, eighteen hundred and 
fifty, and section twenty-four hundred and seventy­
nine of the revised statutes, making a grant of 
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swamP an<l _ov�rflowed lands to . certain states,
which grant it is fl ere by. d�clarE;d is not extended
to the states provided for in this act, and in lieu 

f anY grant of saline lands to said states, the 
1ollowing grants of lands are hereby made, to-wit. 
To the State of South Dakota: For the school of 
mines, forty thousand acres; for the reform school, 
fortY thousand acres; for the deaf and dumb 
asylum, forty thousand acres, for the agricultural 
college, forty thousand acres•; for the university, 
forty thousand acres; for state normal schools 

ightY thousand acres; for public buildings at the 
�apital of said state, fifty thousand acres, and for 
,uch other education3:l and charitable purposes as 

�he legislature of said state may determine, one 
hundred and seventy thousand acres; in all fiv� 
hundred thousand acres. To the State of North 
Dakota a like quantity of land as in this section 

ranted to the State of South Dakota; and to be 
for like purposes and in like proportions as far 
as practicable. To the _State of Montana: For the 
establishment and maintenance of a school of 
mines, one hundred thousand acres; for state nor­
mal schools, one hundred thousand acres; for agri­
cultural colleges, in addition to the grant herein­
before made for that purpose, fifty thousand acres; 
for the establishment of a state reform school, 
fifty thousand acres; for the establishment of a 
(leaf and dumb asylum, fifty thousand acres; for 
public buildings at the capital of the state, in 
addition to the grant hereinbefore made for that 
purpose, one hundred and fifty thousand acres. To 
the State of Washington: For the establishment 
and maintenance of a scientific school, one hun­
dred thousand acres; for state normal schools one 
hundred thousand acres; for public buildings at 
the state capital, in addition to the grant herein­
before made for that purpose, one hundred thou­
sand acres; for state charitable, educational, penal 
and reformatory institutions, two hundred thousand 
acres. That the states provided for in this act 
shall not be entiUed to any further or other grants 
of land for any purpose than as <;ixpressly provided 
in this act. And the lands granted by this sectioh 
shall be held, appropriated and disposed of exclu­
sively for the purposes herein mentioned, in such 
manner as the legislatures of the respective states 
may severally provide. 

Sec. 18. That all mineral lands shall be ex­
empted from the grants made by this act. But. if 
sections sixteen and thirty-six or any subdivisions 
or portion of any smallest subdivision thereof in 
any township shall be· found by the department 
of the interior to be mineral lands, said states are 
hereby authorized and empowered to select, in 
legal subdivisions, an equal quantity of other un­
appropriated lands in said states, in lieu thereof,

Sec. 19. That all lands granted in quantity or 
as indemnity by this .act shall be selected, under 
the direction of the secretary of the interior, for 
the surveyed, unreserved and unappropriated pub­
lic lands of the United States within the limits 
of the respecitve states entitled thereto. And 
there shall be deduc,ted from the number of acres 
of land donated by this act for specific objects to 
said states the number of acres in each heretofore 
donated by congress to said territories for similar 
objects. 

Sec. 20. That the sum of twenty thousand dol, 
lars, or so much thereof as may be necessary, is 
hereby appropriated out of any money in the 
treasury not otherwise appropriated, to each of 
said territories for defraying the expenses of said 
conventions except Dakota, for which the sum of 
forty thousand dollars is · so appropriated, twenty 
thousand dollars each for South Dakota and North 
Dakota, and for the payment of the members 
thereof, under the same rules and regulations and 
at the same rates as now provided by law for the 
payment of the territorial legislatures. Any money 
hereby appropriated not necessary for such pur­
pose shall be converted into the treasury of the 
United States. 

Sec. �1. That each of said states, when admitted 
.as aforesaid, shall constitute one judicial district, 
the names thereof to be the same as the names of 
the states, respectively; and the circuit and district 
courts therefor shall be held at the capital of 
such state for the time being, and each of said 
districts. shall, for judicial purposes, until other­
wise provided, be attached to the eighth judicial 
circuit, except Washington and Montana, which 
shall be attached to the ninth judicial circuit. 
There shall be appointed for each of saW districts 
one district judge, one United States attorney and 
onE:l United States marshal. The judge of each of 
said districts shall receive a yearly salary of 
three thousand five hundred dollars, payable in 
four equal installments, on the first day of Janu­
ary, April, July and October of each year, and shall 
reside in the district. There shall be appointed 
clerks of said courts in each district, who shall 
keep their offices at the capital of said state. The 
regular terms of said courts shall be held in each 
district, the place aforesaid, on the first Monday 
in April and the first Monday in November of each 
year, and only one grand jury and one petit jury 
shall be summoned in both said circuit and district 
courts. The circuit and district courts for each of

�ia tion of justice therein, shall severally possess
the powers and perform the duties lawfully pos­
sessed and reqm1;ed . to be perfor�ed by similar
officers in other dis_tncts of the Umted States; and
shall, for the services _they may perform, receive
the fees and compensation allowed by law to other
similar officers and persons performing similar
�luties in the State of Nebraska. 

sec. 22. That all cases of appeal or writ of error 
heretofore prosecuted and now pending in the 
supreme court of the United States upon any 
�ecord from either of said courts, may be heard ·
and determined by the supreme court of the 
United States. An9- the mandate o_f execution or 
of further proceedmgs shall be directed. by the 
supreme court of the United States to the circuit
or district court hereby established within the 
state succeeding the terri_tory from which such 
record is or may be pending, or to the supreme 
court of such state, as the nature of the case 
maY require: Provided, That the mandate of 
execution or of further proceedings shall in cases 
arising in the Territory of Dakota, be directed 
bY the supr�me _ court of the Unit�d �tates to the 
circuit or distnct court of the chstnct of South 
Dakota, or to the supreme court of the State of 
south Dakota, or to the circuit or district court of 
the district of North Dakota, or to the supreme 
court of the State of North Dakota or to the su­
preme court of the Territory of North Dakota, as 
the nature of the case may require. And· each of 
the circuit, district and state courts, herein named, 
shall respectively, be the successor of the su­
prem'e court of the territory as to all such cases

Sec. 23. That in respect to all cases, proceed­
ings anrl matters now pending in the supreme or 
clh;trict courts of either' of the territories men­
tioned in this act, at the time of the admission 
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into the Union of either of the states mentioned 
in this act, and arising w.ithin the limits of any 
such state, whereof the circuit or district courts 
by this act established might have. had jurisdic­
tion under the laws of the United States had such 
courts existed at the time of the commencement 
of such cases, the said circuit and district courts 
respectively, shall be the successors of said. su� 
preme and district courts of said territory; and in 
respect to all other cases, proceedings and mat­
ters pending in the supreme and district courts of 
any of the territories mentioned in this act at 
the time of admission of such territory into the 
Union, arising within the limits of said proposed 
state, the courts established by such state shall 
respectively, be the successor of said ·supreme anci 
district territorial courts; and all the files, records 
i.nclictments and proceedings relating to such cases'
shall be transferred to such circuit, district anci
state courts, respectively, and the same shall be
proceeded with therein in due course of law; but
no writ, action, indictment, cause or proceeding
now pending, or that, prior to the admission of
any of the states mentioned in this act, shall be 
pending in any territorial court in any of the terri­
tories menUoned in this act, shall abate by the ad­
mission of any such state into the Union, but the 
same shall be transferred and proceeded with in 
the proper United States circuit, district or state 
court, as the case may be: Provided, however, 
That in all civil actions, causes and proceedings, 
in which the United States is not a· party, transfer 
shall not be made to the circuit and district courts 
of the United States, except upon written .request 
of one of the parties to such action or proceeding 
filed in the proper court; and in the absence of 
such request such cases shall be proceeded with 
in the proper state courts. 

Sec. 24. That the constitutional conventions may, 
by ordinance, provide for the election of ojJicers 
for full state government, including members of 
the legislature and representatives in the fifty­
first congress; but said state governments shall 
remain in abeyance until the state shall be ad­
mitted into the Union, respectively, as provided in 
this act. In case the constitution of any of the 
said proposed states shall be ratified by the people,

Initiative-Takes Precedence-Choice in Voting. 

(a) Initiative: The first power reserved by the
people is the initiative. Ten per centum, but in 
no case more that fifty thousand, of the legal 
voters shall be required to propose any measure 
bY such petition, and every such petition shall 
include the full text of the measure so proposed. 
Initiative petitions shall be filed with the Secre­
tary of State not less than four months before 
the election at which they are to be voted upon, 
or not less than ten days before any regular 
session of the Legislature. If filed at least four 
months before the election at which they are to 
be voted upon, he shall submit the same to the 
vote of the people at the said election. If such 
petitions are filed not less than ten days before 
anY regular session of the Legislature; he shall 
transmit the same to the Legisla\ure as soon 
as it convenes and organizes. Such initiative 
measure shall take precedence ove:r all pther 
measures in the Legislature except appropriation 
bills and shall be either enacted or rejected with­
out change or amendment by the Legislature 
before the end of such regular session. If any 
such initiative measure shall be enacted by the 
Legislature it shall be subject to the referendum 
petition, or it may be en.acted and referred by 
the Legislature to the people for approval or 
rejection at the next regular election. If it is 
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rejected or if no action is taken upon it by the 
Legislature before the encl of such regular session, 
the Secretary of State shall submit it to the people, 
for approval or rejection at the next erisuing 
regular general election. The Legislature may 
reject any measure so proposed by initiative peti­
tion and propose a different one dealing with the 
same subject, . and in such event both measures 
shall be submitted by the Secretary of State to 
the people for app.roval or rejection at the next 
ensuing regular general election. When conflict­
ing measures· are submitted to the people the 
ballots shall be so printed that a voter can ex­
press separately by making one cross (X) for 
each, two preferences, first, as between either 
measure and neither, and secondly, ·as between 
one and the other. If the majority of those voting 
on the first issue is for neither, both fail, but in 
that case the votes on the second issue shall never­
theless be carefully counted and made public. 
If a majority voting on .the first issue is for either, 
then the measure receiving a majority of the votes 
on the second issue shall be law.

quired percentage of the legal voters, or by the 
Legislature as other bills are enacted.

ARTICLE VI.-ELECTIONS AND ELECTIVE 
RIGHTS.

They shall be citizens of the United States; they 
shall have lived in the State one year, and in 
the county ninety days, and in the city, town, 
ward or precinct thirty days immediately preced­
ing the election at .which they offer .to vote; they 
shall be able to read and speak the English lang­
uage: Provided, That Indians not taxed shall 
never be allowed the elective franchise: And 
further Provided, That this amendment shall not 
affect the rights of franchise of any person who 
is now a qualified elector of this state. The legis­
lative authority shall enact laws defining the 
m13,nner of ascertaining the qualifications of. voters 
as to their ability to read and speak the English 
language, and providing for punis.hment of per­
sons voting or registering in violation of the pro­
vision of this section.

ARTICLE VIL-REVENUE AND TAXA'l'ION.

Any city containing a population 
of twenty thousand inhabitants, or more, shall be 
permitted to frame a charter for· its own govern­
ment, consistent with and subject to the constitu­
tion and laws of this state, and for such purpose 
the legislative authority of such city may cause 
an election to be had at which election there 
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shall be chosen by the qualified electors of said 
city, fifteen freeholders thereof, who shall have 
been residents of said city for a period of at 
least two years preceding their election and quali­
fied electors, whose duty it shall be to convene 
within ten days after their election and prepare 
and propose a charter for such city. Such pro­
posed charter shall be submitted to the qualified 
electors of said city, and if a majority of such 
qualified electors voting thereon ratify the same, 
it shall become the charter of said city, and shall 
become the organic law thereof, and supersede 
any existing charter including amendments there­
to, and all special laws inconsistent with such 
charter. Said proposed charter shall be published 
in two daily newspapers published in said city, 
for at least thirty days prior to the day of sub­
mitting the same to the electors for their approval, 
as above provided. All elections in this section 
authorized shall only be had upon notice, which 
notice shall specify the object of calling such elec­
tion, and shall be given for at least ten days before 
the day of election, in all election districts of said 
city. Said elections m,ay be general or special 
elections, and except as herein provided shall be 
governed by the law regulating and controlling 
general or special elections in said city. Such 
charter may be amended by proposals therefor 
submitted by the legislative authority of such city 
to the electors thereof at any general election after 
notice of said submission published as above speci­
fied, and ratified by a majority of the qualified 
electors voting thereon. In submitting any - such 
charter, or amendment thereto, any alternate ar­
ticle or proposition may be presented for the 
choice of the voters, and may be voted on sepa­
rately without prejudice to others.

ARTICLE XIII.-STATE INSTITUTIONS.

Eclucational, Refor1natory and Penal Institutions.

ARTICLE XIV.-SEAT OF GOVERNMENT. 

Permanent Location of Seat of Government, .Ho"v 
Ohosen-Te1nporary Seat. 

The Legislature shall have no power 
to change, or to locate the seat of governm,ent of 
this state; but the question of the permanent loca­
tion of the seat of government of the state shall 
be submitted to the qualified electors of the terri­
tory, at the election to be held for the adoption of 
this constitution. A majority of all the votes cast 
at said election, upon said question, shall be neces-
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sary to determine the permanent location of the 
seat of government for the state; and no place 
shall ever be the seat of government which shall 
not receive a majority of the votes cast on that 
matter. In case there shall be no choice of loca­
tion at said first election the Legislature shall, at 
its first regular session after the adoption of this 
constitution, provide for submitting to the quali­
fied electors of the state, at the next succeeding 
general election thereafter, the question of choice 
of location between the three places for which the 
highest number of votes shall ha:ve been cast at 
the said first election. Said Legislature shall pro­
vide further that in case there shall be no choice 
of location at said second election, the question 
of choice between the two places for which the 
highest number of votes shall have been cast, shall 
be submitted in like manner to the qualified elec­
tors of the state at the next ensuing general elec­
tion: Provided, That until the seat of government 
shall have been permanently located as herein pro­
vided, the temporary location thereof shall remain 
at the city of Olympia.

ARTICLE XVI.-SCHOOL AND GRANTED LANDS. 

Shalt Not Be Sold at Less T11an Market Value.

ARTICLE XVII.-TIDl<J LANDS.

ARTICLE XXIII.-AMENDMENTS. 

State Constitution, How AJnended. 

Section 1. Any amendment or amendments to 
this constitution may be proposed in either branch 
of the Legislature; and if the same shall be agreed 
to by two-thirds of the members elected to each 
of the two houses, such proposed amendment or 
amendments shall be entered on their journals, 
with the ayes and noes thereon, and be submitted 
to the qualified electors of the state for their 
approval, at the next general election; and if the 
people approve and ratify such amendment or 
amendments, by a majority of the electors voting 
thereon, the same shall become part of this con­

ARTICLE XXIV.-BOUNDARIES.

north ship channel of the Columbia river; thence 
running easterly to and up the middle channel of 
said river and where it is divided by islands up 
the middle of the widest channel thereof to where 
the forty-sixth parallel of north latitude crosses

between the United States and British possessions 
through the channel which separates Vancouver's 
Island from the continent to the termination of 
the boundary line between the United States and 
British possessions at a point in the Pacific Ocean 
equi-distant between Bonilla point on Vancouver's 
Island and Tatoosh Island lighthouse, thence run­
ning in a southerly course and parallel with the 
coast line, keeping one marine league off shore 
to place of beginning. 

ARTICLE XXV.-JURISDICTION. 

United States to Have Jurisdiction Over Certain 
'l'racts and •Parcels of Land-Exception. 

Section 1. The consent of the State of Washing­
ton is hereby given to the exercise by the Congress 
of the United States, of exclusive jurisdiction in 
all cases whatsoe.ver over such tracts or parcels 
of land as are now held or reserved by the govern­
ment of the United States for the purpose of erect­
ing or m,aintaining thereon forts, magazines, 
arsenals, dockyards, lighthouses and other needful 
buildings, in ·accordance with the provisions of the 
seventeenth paragraph of the eighth section of 
the first article of the constitution of the United 
States, so long as the same shall be so held and 
reserved by the United States. Provided: That a 
sufficient description by metes and bounds, and an 
accurate plat or map of each such tract or parcel 
of land be filed in the proper office of record in 
the county in which the same is situated, together 
with copies· of the orders, deeds, patents or other 
evidences in writing of the title of the United 
States: And provided, That all civil process is-' 
sued from the courts of this state and such crim­
inal process as may issue under the authority of 
this state against any person charged with crime 
in cases arising outside of such reservations, may 
be served and executed thereon in the same mode 
and manner, aJJ,d by the same officers, as if the con­
sent herein given had not been made.

ARTICLE XXVI.-COMPACT WITH THE UNITED 
STATES. 

Religious Toleration Guaranteed. 

The following ordinance shall be irrevocable 
without the consent of the United States and the 
people of this state: 

First: That perfect toleration of religious senti­
ment shall be secured and that no inhabitant of 
this state shall ever be molested in person or 
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property on account of his or her mode of religious 
worship. 

Rights to Unappropriated Public Lands Disclaimed. 
Second. That the people inhabiting this state do 

agree and declare that they forever disclaim all 
right and title to the unappropriated public lands 
lying within the boundaries of this state, and to 
all lands lying within said limits owned or held 
by any Indian or Indian tribes; and that until the 
title thereto shall have been extinguished by the 
United States, the same shall be and remain sub­
ject to the disposition of the United States, and 
said Indian lands shall remain under the absolute 
jurisdiction and control of the Congress of the 
United States and that the lands belonging 'to 
citizens of the United States residing witaout the 
limits of this state shall never be taxed at a 
higher rate than the lands belonging to residents 
thereof; and that no taxes shall be imposed by 
the state on lands or property therein, belonging 
to or which may be hereafter purchased by the 
United States or reserved for use: Provided, That 
nothing in this .ordinance shall preclude the state 
from taxing as other lands are taxed any lands 
owned or held by any Indian who has severed 
his tribal relations, and has obtained from the 
United States or from any person a title thereto 
by patent or other grant, save and except such 
lands as have been or may be granted to any 
Indian or Indians under any act of Congress con­
taining a provision exempting the lands thus 
granted from taxation, which exemption sh.all 
continue so long and to such an extent as such act · 
of Congress may prescribe.

Third. The debts and liabilities of the Territory 

of Washington and · payment of the same are 
hereby assum£d by this state. 

System of Public Schools Guaranteed. 
Fourth. Provision shall be made for the estab­

lishment and maintenance of systems of public 
schools free from sectarian control which shall be 
open to all the children of said state.

ARTICLE XXVII.-SCHEDULE. 

In order that no inconvenience may arise by 
reason of a change from· territorial to a st3:te. gov­
ernment, it is hereby declared and ordamed as 
follows: . 

Section 1. No existing rights, .actions, smts, pro­
ceedings, contracts or claims shall be affected by 
a change in the form of government, but all shall 
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continue as if no such change had ta.ken place; 
and all process which may have been issued under 
the authority of the Territory of Washington prev­
ious to its admission into the Union shall be as 
valid as if issued in the name of the state.

All recognizances heretofore taken, or 
which may be taken before the chang.e from a 
territorial to a state government shall remain 
valid, and shall pass to, and may be prosecuted in 
the name of the state, and all bonds executed to 
the Territory of Washington or to any county 
or municipal corporation, or to any officer or court 
in his or its official capacity, shall pass to· the state 
authorities and their successors in office, for the 
uses therein expressed, and may be sued for and 
recovered accord.ingly, and all the estate, real, 
personal and mixed, and all judgments, decrees, 
bonds, specialties, choses in action, and claims or 
debts, of whatever description, belonging to the 
Territory of Washington, shall inure to and vest 
in the State of Washington, and may be sued for 
and recovered in the same manner, and to the 
same extent, by the State of Washington, as the 
same coulq_ have been by the Territory of Wash-
ington.

of office of the probate judges, on the second 
Monday in January, 1891, pass into the jurisdiction 
and possession of the Superior.

"All persons male 
and female of the age of 21 years or over, possess­
in� the other qualifications provided, by this con­
stitution, shall be entitled to vote at all elections." 
Separate article No. 2. "It shall not be lawful 
for any individual, company or corporation, within 
the limits of this state, to manufacture, or cause 
to be manufactured, or to sell, or offer for sale, 
or in any manner dispose of any alcoholic, malt 
or spirituous liquors, except for medicinal, sacra­
mental or scientific purposes." If a majority of the 
ballots cast at said election on said separate 
articles be in favor of the adoption of either of 
said separate articles, then such separate article 
so receiving a majority shall become a part of 
this constitution and shall govern and control any 
provision of the constitution in conflict therewith.

Suggestions as to Form of 

Legislation 

1. Preambles ·sliould be stricken from bills
before enactment. 

2. The title of an act need not be an index
to the provisions therein, but should be phrased 
in general language sufficiently comprehensive to 
indicate the scope of the act. 

3. Laws cannot be amended by adding
thereto or striking therefrom certain words, or · 
by amending a subdivision of a section. The 
full section amended must be set forth at length. 

4. Whenever practicable, bills relating to
subjects covered by existing laws should be pre­
pared in the r'orm of amendments to Remington. 
& Ballinger's Annotated Codes and Statutes of 
Washington, Pierce's Washington Code for 1913,

or the Laws of 1917, as the case may be. 
5. Amendments of acts found in the Session

Laws should designate such laws by section and 
chapter number rather than by quotation of the 
title of the act amended, and reference to the 
date of its approval. 

6. As a general rule it will be found prac­
ticable to first state the subject matter of amend­
atory act, following such statement by a refer­
ence to the law amended, for illustration: "An 
act relating to the organization of the naval mi­
litia, and amending section 1 of chapter 102 of 
the Laws of 1911."

7. Bills amending more than one section of
existing laws should contain a separate section 
for each section amended. 
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. 8. The form of amendatory· language in eacn . 
section of the bill its.elf should be, for ill�stration; 
as follows: "That section . . . . of Remington & 
Ballinger's Annotated Codes and Statutes of Wash­
ington be amended to read as .follows: Sec .... " 

9. Acts which are not amendatory of exist-
.· �· 

ing laws should be divided into short sections
where this can be done without destroying the
sense of any particular section, to the end that
future amendments may be made without the

.necessity of setting forth and repeating sections
of unnecessary length.

10. Laws defining .crimes _shquld not fix the
duration of the imprisonnient"or tlie amount of 
·fine, but should. make the commission of such
crime a misdemeanor, gross misdemea.nor or
felony, as the case may be, leaving the punishment
to be :fixed by the court under the provisions of
the Criminal Code.

11. Bills carrying an appropriation should
designate. th.e particular fund from which money
1;1,ppropriated is .to be paid. It is unnecessary to·
,prescribe in detajl the manner of paying . funds
:.from th.e state treasury. This inatter is covered
hy existing law.

12. All laws will take effect ninety days
a,,fter · the adjournme'nt of the legislature unless
other provision is .made in the act. The amend­
rnent to the constitution adopted in 1912 provides
that "such. laws as may be necessary for the im­
mediate preservation of the public peace, health
or safety, support of the state government and its
.existing public Jnstitution1;1" shall not be subject
to the referendum. Laws designed to take .eff.ect
before ninety clays after the adjournment of the
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legislature m11st , contain a declaration substan­
tially in one of the following forms: "This act is 
necessary for the imm�c:l.iate_ preservation of th6 
public peace, health and safety. and shall take 
fffect immediately." ''Th.is act is .necessary for 
the immediate SUJ?port of the existing public in­
stitutions of the state and shall tak_e effect imme­
diately." A combination of these forms may ne 
11csed, o.r. where the act is intended to take effect 
upon a definite date within ninety days after the 
adjournment of the legislature, a designated date 
may be inserted in lieu of the word "immedi­
ately." 



Joint Rules of the Senate and House 
of Representatives 

Joint RuLE 1. Whenever there shall be a 
Session. joint session of the two houses, the pro-

ceedings shall be entered at length upon 
the journal of. each house. The lieutenant gover­
nor or president of the senate shall preside over 
such joint session, and the clerk of the house shall 
act as the clerk thereof: Provided, That the lieu­
tenant governor shall not act in said joint session 
except as the presiding officer, and in no ,case 
shall have the right to give the deciding vote. 

Motions for RuLE 2. All motions for. a joint 
Joint Session. session shall be made by concur-

rent resolution and when an agree­
ment has once been made, it shall not be altered 
or annulled, except by concurrent resolution. 

Business RULE 3. No business shall be consid­
Limited. ered in joint session, other than that 

which may be agreed upon before the 
joint session is called . 

. CONFERENCE COMMITTEE, REPORTS, ETC. 

Conference RuLE 4. In every case of difference 
Committe,e. between the two houses, upon any 

subject of legislation, either house 
may request a conference and appoint a committee 
of three for that purpose, and the other house also 
shall appoint a like committee to confer. The com­
mittees shall meet at a convenient hour, to be 
agreed upon by their respective chairmen, and shall 
confer upon the differences between the two houses 
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as indicated by. the amendment made in one and 
rejected in the other. But no committee on confer­
ence shall consider or report on any matter except 
that directly at issue between the two houses. The 
papers shall be left with the conferees of the house 
askbg for such conference, and they shall pre­
sent the report of the committee to their house. 
When such house shall have acted thereon, it shall 
transmit the same and the papers relating there­
to, to the other, with a message certifying its 
action thereon. Every report of a committee of 
conference shall be read through in each house, 
before a vote is taken on the same. 

How RuLE 5. The ·presiding officer of each 
:!\lade Up. house shall appoint a committee of 

three members, selecting them so as to 
represent the attitude of the majority and minor­
ity of their respective houses. 

RULE 6. In case of a failure Free Conference 
Committee. of the conferees to agree, a re� 

port of such disagreement may 
be made and the power of free conference may be 
granted by the two houses, either to the same com-

. mittee, or the committee may be discharged and 
a,new committee appointed with the power offree 

eonference, to whom the whole subject matter em­
braced in the bill or resolution .shall be committed, 
and the committee of free conference may report 
by new bill or resolution, or otherwise, and bills 
or resolutions so reported shall be treated as 
amendments, unless such bills or resolutions are 
comprtse-ct entirely of original matter; irr which 
case they shall receive the treatment required in 

-6
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the respective houses for original bills or resolu­
tions. as the case may be. 

Report of Conference 
and Free Conference 
Committee, How Made 
Out; ,vho Returned to. 

RULE 7. Three copies of 
the report must be pre­
pared, and the copy of 
the bill as agreed to by 
the committee with all 

amendments inserted must be returned to the 
house asking for such conference and which is in 
possession of the bill; it shall act upon such 
report, and if an agreement is reported, keep one 
of the copies of the report for its journal and 
duly message its action together with the bill, 
the original copy of the - report and the · remaining 
duplicate to the other house, which if the confer­
ence report be concurred in and the bill concurred 
in as amended, shall be the bill that is finally 
passed. 

Signatures RULE 8. The original report must be 
on Report. signed personally by all members of 

the committee, the other two copies 
need not be personally signed, but the committee 
clerk must copy the signatures thereon. 

Adoption RULE 9. The report of a confere11ce 
of Reports.* or free conference committe� may 

be adopted by acclamation, but con­
currence in the bill as amended shall be by roll 
call and the ayes and nays entered on the journals 
of the respective houses. The report must be 
voted upon in its entirety and cannot be amended. 

*Requires a constitutional majority. Requires 
two-thirds on constitutional amendment. -
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Messages Between 
the Two Houses. 

RULE 10. Messages from the 
senate to the house of repre-
sentatives shall be delivered 

by the secretary or assistant sec_retary, and mes­
sages from the house of representatives to the 
senate shall be delivered by the chief. clerk or 
assistant, who shall be announced by the door­
keeper, enter within the bar, announce or deliver 
his message. 

Final Action on Bills, RULE 11. Each house shall

tion on ·any bill or resolu­
tion, or matter in which the other may be inter­
ested, in writing, signed by the secretary or clerk 
of the house from which such notice is sent.

Veto Bills; Action by

RULE 15. The veto mes­
sage of the governor, 
accompanying any bill 
passed ' by the legis­
lature, shall, together 
with the bill vetoed, be 

read iu the house in which it originated. It shall 
then be in order to proceed to the reconsideration 
of the bill, or to postpone its consideration to a 
day certain. 

A veto message and a bill, or the message alone, 
may be referred and the bill laid on the table; 

The main question in the constaeration ,of the 
vetoed bill is, "Shall the bill pass notwithstanffing 
the veto of the governor?" If two-thirds of the 
members present vote ''aye," the bill, together 
with the message of the governor, shall be trans­
mitted to the other house. (Const., art� 3, sec.12.) 

The merits of the' bill may be debated before 
the vote is taken, but the vote on a vetoed bill can­
not be reconsidered. 
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· In case of a bill containing several. sections or
items, one or more of which has been objected to 
by the governor, while approving other sections or 
items, each section or item so objected to shall be 
separately voted upon by each house. 

,Joint and Concurrent RULE 16. Memorials ad­
Resolutions; Memorials. dressed to Congress and 

other branches of the 
Federal Government and all joint resolutions, up to 
and including the signing thereof by the presiding 
officer of' each house, shall be treated in all re­
spects as bills. Concurrent resolutions and other 
memorials may be adopted without a roll call. 

Printing for RULE 17. The standing commit-
the Legislature; tees on printing of the two 
Joint Committee. houses shall be a joint standing 

committee, which shall examine 
all matters proposed to be printed by concurrent 
order, and shaU report what part of such matter 
is needful to print, but no other printing shall be 
ordered except by a concurrent resolution passed 
by both houses.

He may 
speak to points of order in preference to mem� 
bers, arising from his seat for that purpose, and 
shall decide all questions of order without de­
bate, subject. to an appeal to the senate by any 
three members, on which appeal no member 
shall speak more than once without leave of the 
senate. He shall have charge or and see that 
all officers, attaches and clerks perform their 
respective duties, and shall, in open session, sign 
all acts, addresses and joint resolutions. He 
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shall sign all writs, warrants and subpoenas 
issued by order of the senate, all of which shall 
be attested by the secretary. He shall have 
general control of the senate chamber and 
lobby, and have the right to name any senator 
to perform the duties of the chair, but suchsub­
stitution shall not extend beyond an adjourn­
ment, nor authorize the senator so substituted 
to sign any document requiring the signature 
of the president. "'-

PRESIDENT PRO TEM. 

Rule 4. Upon the organization of the sen­
ate the members shall select one of their num­
ber as president pro tern., who shall have all 
the power and authority, and who shall dis­
charge all the duties of the lieutenant-governor, 
acting as president during his absence or inabil­
ity to discharge the duties of his office. 

In the event that the lieutenant-governor is 
acting as governor the senate shall also elect 
one of its members temporary president, who in 
the absence or disability of the president elected 
.by the senate, shall have all the power and au� 
thority and who shall discharge the duties of 
such president. 

SUBORDINATE OFFICERS. 

Rule 5. The subordinate officers of the sen­
ate shall perform such duties as usually pertain 
to their respective positions in legislative bodies, 
under the direction of the president, and such 
other duties as t.he senate may impose upon 
them. The compensation of any employe of .the 
senate shall not be increased except by a two:-
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thirds vote of all members of the senate, and 
the names of all members voting thereon shall 
be entered. in the journal. Under no circum­
stances shall the .compensation of any employe 
be increased for past services. 

Rule 6. The president shall appoint all spe­
cia:l, jo�nt and hereinafter named standing com­
mittees on the part of the senate: Provided, 
however, that the committee on rules and joint 
rules shall consist of the president and nine ( 9) 
senators, five ( 5) of whom shall be from West­
ern Washington and four ( 4) from Eastern 
Washington, of which the president shall be 
chairman, and Provided further, That the ap­
pointment of the said standing committees shall 
be subject to the confirmation of the Senate, 
such confirmation to be made a special order 
on the day foHowing the announcement of the 
appointment of the president. 

In event the senate shall refuse to confirm 
any committee or committees, such committee 
or committees shall be forthwith elected by the 
senate. 

The following standing committees shall 
constitute the standing committees of the senate:

COMMITTEE REFERENCE. 

Rule 7. When a motion is made to refer a 
subject, and different committees are proposed, 

the question shall be taken in the following 
order: 

First: The Committee of the Whole Senate. 

Second: A Standing Committee. 

Third: A Select Committee. 

DUTIES OF COMMITTEES. 

Rule 8. The several committees shall fully 

consider all measures referred to them, and the 
Committee on Claims and Auditing · shall care­
fully consider all items of expenditure ordered 

or contracted on t.he part of the senate or any of 
its employes, and report upon the same prior 

to the voucher being signed by the president 
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and secretary of the senate ,authorizing the pay­
ment thereof. 

The committees shall acquaint themselves 
with the interest of the state specially repre­
sented by the committee, and from time to time 
present suc}l bills and reports as in their judg­
ment will advance the interests and promote 
the welfare of the people of the state. 

The Committee on Rules and Joint Rules 
:Shall have charge of the daily calendar of the 
seriate and shall direct the secretary the order 
i.n which the business of the senate shall be
transacted: Provided, however, That by a vote
of the majority of the senate any bill may be
advanced to any place on the calendar, .and any
bill may be withdrawn from the committee by a
like majority of .the sena'te and placed upon the
calendar in such position as may be ordered.
No committee .shall sit during the. daily session
of the senate unless by special leave.

COMMITTEE REPORTS. 
Rule 9. All reports of committees s.hall be 

signed by such members thereof as concur 
therein, and the report, with the names of the 
signers thereof,. shall be read by the secretary, 
or at the secretary's desk by the member mak­
ing the report, · without a motion,. unless tl.1.e 
r(;lading be dispensed with by the senate. The 
members of. the committee not concurring in 
th.e majority report may prepare a written mi­
nority report,·· sign and present the same to the 
senate, and both· majority and minority reports 
shall in all cases be spread in full upon the 
journal. 
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In all ca.ses wher-e a bin is reported back with 
proposed amendment, the bill and report shall 
go to general file without action. on the report, 
unless by a suspension of this rule by two-thirds 
vote the senate shall otherwise order. If a ma­
jority report recommends the indefinite post­
ponement of a bill, action may be taken on this 
report Without the bill going to general file. 

SENATE EMPLOYES. 

Rule 10. No person other than the regul.ar 
officers and regular employes of the senate 
shall be employed by the senate, or any com­
mittee thereof, except by consent of the senate 
having been previously obtained by resolution, 
which resolution shall be referred to the, Com­
mittee on Senate E:mployes, and reported upon 
by that committee before action is taken thereon. 

The senate shall elect a secretary, who shall 
perform the usual duties pertaining. to such of­
fice. He shall appoint, subject to the approval 
of the senate, the necessary clerks and stenog:-: 
raphers, whose hours of duty and assignments 
shall be under his direction and instructions and 
who may be dismissed by him at his discretion. 

All other employes shall report to the ser­
geant-at-arms and b� under his supervision and 

direction. 
All senate employes · .. shall remain on duty 

daily during the hours designated by the secre­
tary and sergeant-at-arms, respectively. 
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COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE. 

Rule 11. In forming the committee of the 
whole, the president shall name a chairman to 
preside, and all bills considered shall be read 
by sections and the chairman shall call ._for 
amendments and debates thereon at the con­
clusion of the reading of each section. The body 
of the bill shall not be defaced or interlined, 
but all amendments (noting the page and line) 
shall be duly entered by the secretary on a sep­
arate paper as the same shall be agreed to by 
the committee, and so reported to the senate 
for action. 

RULES IN THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE. 

Rule 12. The rules of the senate shall apply 
to proceedings in committee of the whole, ex­
cept that the previous question shall not be or­
dered nor the ayes and noes demanded, but the 
committee may limit the number ·of times that 
any member may speak at any stage of the pro­
ceedings during its sitting. 

MESSAGES RECEIVED. 

Rule 13. Messages may be received by the 
president whUe the committee of the whole is 
sitting; in which case the president shall resume 
the chair, receive the message, and vacate the 
chair, in favor of the chairman of the com­
mittee. 
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REPORT OF COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE. 

Rule 14. A motion that the committee of the 

whole rise shall always be in order, and shall 

be decided without debate. 

SUSPEND RULES FOR C'OMMITTEE OF THE 

WHOLE. 

Rule 15. The senate may at any time, by a 

vote of the majority of the members present, 

suspend the rules and orders of the senate for 

the purpose 9f going into the committee of the 

whole for the consideration of any bill, memorial 

or resolution before the senate. 

ENROLLED AND ENGROSSED BILLS. 

Rule 16. The committees on enrolled and 

engrossed bills may report at any time during 

the· sitting of the senate; 

ORDER OF BUSINESS. 

Rule 17. After the roll is called and journal 

read and approved, business shall be disposed 

of in the following order: 

FIRST. Presentation of petitions, memori-

als, resolutions and motions. 

SECOND. Reports of standing committees. 

THIRD. Reports of select committees. 

FOURTH. Messages from the governor and 

other state officers. 

FIFTH. Messages from the house of rep­

resentatives. 
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SIXTH. Introduction and first reading of 
bills. 

SEVENTH. Second reading and reference 
of bills. 

EIGHTH. Business on general file and third 
reading of bills. 

NINTH. Business lying 011----the table. 

TENTH. The orders of the day. 

ELEVENTH. Unfinished business. 

BUSINESS TO BE ANNOUNCED . 

Rule 18. The president shall, on each day, 
announce to the senate the business in order, 
agreeable to the preceding rule, and no business 
shall be .. taken up or considered until the class 
to which it belongs shall be declared in order. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS. 

Rule 19. The unfinished business at the 
preceding adjournment shall have the preference 
on the orders of the day, excepting special or­
ders, and no motion or any other business shall 
be received without special leave of the senate 
until the former is disposed of. 

READING OF BILLS. 

Rule 20. Every bill shall receive three read­
ings previous to its passage. The president 
:;;hall give notice at each, whether it be the first, 
second or third reading. The first and second 
readings may, by consent of a majority of the 
senate, be on the same day. The third reading 
of every bill shall be by sections, and upon its/ 
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final passage the vote must be taken by yeas 
and nays, the names of the senators voting for 
and against the same to be entered upon the 
journal, and the majority of the members elected 
to the senate must be recorded thereon as vot­
ing in its favor to secure its passage by the 
senate. 

GENERAL FILE. 

Rule 21. If consent be not given by a major­
ity of the senate to the second reading of a bill 
upon the day of its introduction, the bill shall 
lie upon the table until the next succeeding leg­
islative day, when immediately following the 
"Introdudion and first reading of bills" the 
same shall be i:ead a second time. 

Upon the second reading of a bill it shall 
be referred to the appropriate committee, un­
less it be a committee bill which may be im­
mediately placed on general file. 

BILLS MAY BE COMMITTED. 

Rule 22. A bill may be committed with spe­
cial instructions to amend at any time before 
taking the final vote. 

ONLY ONE SUBJEC� 

Rule 23. No bill shall embrace more thari 
one subject, and that shall be expressed in the 
title. 

Rule 24. No. act shall ever be revised or 
amended by. mere reference to its title, but the 
act revised or the. section amended shall be set 
forth at full· length. · 
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INTRODUCTION OF BILLS. 

Rule 25. No bill shall be introduced in the 
senate after the fortieth day of the session ex­
cept the senate shall otherwise direct by a vote 

· of two-thirds of all the members elected thereto,
said vote to be taken by yeas and nays and en­
tered upon the journal, or unless the same be
at a special session: Provided, That the time
limitation for introduction of bills shall not ap­
ply to substitute bills reported by standing com­
mittees for bills pending before such committees.

LIMIT OF AMENDMENTS. 

Rule 26. No amendment t9 any bill shall 
be allowed which shall change the scope and 
object of the bill. 

RECONSID.ERATION, HOW TAKEN. 

Rule 27. Afte� the final vote on any motion, 
resolution or bill, before the adjournment of 
that day's session or during the session of the 
following day, and at such times only, any mem­
ber who voted with the prevailing side may give 
notice of reconsideration. Such motion to re­
consider shall be in order only on the first or 
second day after such final vote. 

A motion to reconsider shall have precedence 
over every other motion, except a motion to ad­
journ; and when the senate adjourns while a 
motion to reconsider is pending or before pass,­
ing the order of motions, resolutions an.d notices, 
the right to move a reconsideration shall con­
tinue to the next day of sitting. No notice of 
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reconsideration of any final vote shall be in 
order on the day preceding the last day of the 
session. Motions to reconsider a vote upon 
amendments to any pending . question may be 
made and decided at once. 

APPROPRIATION BILLS. 

Rule 28. Bills appropriating money shall 
be considered in committee of the whole senate, 
and no change in the amount appropriated shall 
be made outside of the committee of the whole. 

No amendment to the general appropriation 
bill, commonly known as the budget, adding any 
new item, or items thereto not incorporated in 
the bill as reported by the committee on appro­
priations, shall be adopted, except by the affirm­
ative vote of two-thirds of the senators elected. 

PRINTING OF BILLS, ETC. 

Rule 29. Unless otherwise ordered 7 0 0 copies 
of all bills of a general nature originating in 
the senate, shall be printed for the use of the 
senate and house of representatives: Provided, 
That on request .of the senator introducing the 
bill, additional copies of such bill may be printed. 

Provided further, That any bill introduced 
'by request shall not be printed, unless such 
printing be ordered by the senate, and then only 
such number as the senate shall designate. 

FURNISHING FULL FILE OF BILLS. 

Rule 30. Persons, firms, corporations and 
organizations within the state, desirous of re­
ceiving copies of all printed senate bills, shall 
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make application therefor to the secretary. of 
the senate, who shall refer aH such requests to 
the Committee on Rules and Joint Rules. 

T.he .bill clerk shall send c·opies of all .pri-nted
,senate bills to such persons, firms, corporations 
and organizations as may be ordered by the 
Committee on Rules and Joint Rules. 

SPECIAL ORDER. 

Rule 31. The president shall call the senate 
to order at the hour fixed for the. consideration 
of a special order, and announce that the special 
order is before. the senate, which shall then be 
considered unless it is postponed by a two­
thirds vote, and any business before the senate 
at the · time of the announcement of the special 
order shall take its regular position in the order 
of business. 

WORDS T6 BE UNDERLINED.

Rule 32. All bills introduced in the senate, 
which are intended to amend existing statutes 
shall have the words which are amendatory to 
such existing statutes underlined or underscored, 
and ·wherever parts of existing statutes are 
omitted and no new matter inserted in lieu 
thereof, there shall be inserted in the new bill 
riot less than four stars or asterisks with spaces 
or not less than two ems, so that in the printed 
bills which are presented for the perusal of the 
members, such new or amended matter, as well 
as such .deleted matter may be easily disc�rned. 
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JOINT RESOLUTIONS AND MEMORIALS. 

Rule 33. Joint resolutions and memorials 
addressed to congress, or either house thereof, 
or to the president of the UNITED STATES, or 
the heads of any of the. national departments, 
or proposing amendments to the state constitu­
tion, shall be subject in all respects to the fore­
going rules governing the course of bills. 

SENATE RESOLUTIONS. 

Rule 34. Resolutions other than those re­
ferred to in Rule 33, shall be treated as motions 
in all proceedings of the senate� 

MOTIONS. 

Rule 35. No. motion shall be entertained 
until it shall be seconded, or debated until an­
nounced by the president. It shall be reduced 
to wriUng and read by the secretary, if desired 
by the president or any senator, before it shall 
be debated, and by consent of the senate may be 
withdrawn before amendment or action. 

MQTION TO ADJOURN. 

Rule 36� A motion to adjourn shall always 
be in order. The name of the senator moving to 

"adjourn, and the time when the motion was 
made shall be entered on the journal; 

I 
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PRECEDENCE OF MOTIONS. 

Rule 37. When a question is under debate, 

no motion shall be received but the following, 
in the rank named: 

1st rank: 
2nd rank: 
3rd rank: 
4th rank: 

Question of consideration. 

To lay on the table. 
For the previous question. 
To postpone to a day certain. 
To commit or recommit. 
To postpone indefinitely. 

5th rank: To amend. 

No motion to postpone to a day certain, to 
·commit, to postpone indefinitely, being decided,
shall again be allowed on the same day and at
the same stage of the proceedings, and when a
question has been postponed indefinitely it shall

not again be introduced during the session.

GALL FOR DIVISION. 

Rule 38. Any senator may call for a division 
of a question, which shall be divided if it em­

braces subjects so distinct .that one being taken 
away a substa:qtive proposition shall remain 
for the decision of the senate; but a motion to 
strike out and insert shall not be divided. 

PREVIOUS QUESTION. 

Rufo 39. The previous question shall not be 
put unless demanded by three senators, whose 
names shall be entered upon the journal, and 
it shall then be Jn this form: "Shall the main 

question be now put?" When sustained by a 
majority of senators present it shall preclude 
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all debate, and the roll shall be immediately 
called on the question or questions before the 
senate, and all incidental questions or questions 
o� order arising after the motion is made after
the previous question, and pending such motion,
shall be decided whether on appeal or other­
wise without debate.

PRIORITY OF BUSINESS. 

Rule 40. All qµestions relating to the prior­
ity of business shall be decided without debate. 

TIE VOTE. 
Rule 41. The passage of a bill or action on 

a question. is lost by a tie vote, but when a vote 
of the senate is equally divided, the lieutenant 
governor, when presiding, shall have the decid­
ing vote on questions other than the final pas­
sage of a bill. 

THE YEAS AND NAYS. 
Rule 42. The yeas and nays shall be taken 

when called for by one-sixth of all the senators 
present, and every senator within the bar of 
the senate shall vote unless excused by the 
unanimous vote of the senate, and · the votes 
shall be entered upon the journal, and the names 
of senators demanding the yeas and . nays shall 
also be entered upon the journal. 

READING OF PAPERS. 
Rule 43,, When the reading of any paper is 

called for, and is objected to by any senator, it 
shall be determined by a vote of the senate, 
without debate .. 
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MESSAGES. 

Rule •14. Messages from the governor, other 
state officers, and from the house of represen­
tatives may be considered at any time by con­
sent of the senate. 

RULES OF DEBATE. 

Rule 45. When any senator is about to speak · 
in debate, or submit any matter to the senate, 
he shall rise from his seat, and, standing in his 
place, respectfully address himself to "Mr. Presi­
dent," and when recognized shall, in a courteous 
manner, confine himself to the question under 
debate, avoiding personalities, and when fin­
ished shall resume his seat. No senator shall 
impeach the motives of any other member or 
speak more than twice ( except for explanation) 
during the consideration of any one question, 
on the same day /Or a second time without 
leave, when others who have not spoken desire 
the floor, but incidental and subsidiary questions 
arising during the debate shall not be considered 
the same question. 

MAY CALL SENATOR TO ORDER. 

Rule 46. If any senator in speaking, or 
otherwise, transgresses the rules of the senate, 
the presi(],ent shall, or any senator may, call him 
to order, and when a senator shall be so called 
to order he shall resume his seat and not pro­
cee.d without leave of the senate, which leave, 
if granted, shall be uron motion "that he be 
allowed to proceed in order," when, if carried, 
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he shall confine himself to the question under 
consideration 

. POINTS OF ORDER. 

Rule 47. Every decision of points of order 
by the president shall be subject to appeal, and 
no discussion of a question of order shall be al­
lowed except on appeal of three senators, and 
in all cases of appeal the question shall be, 
"Shall the decision of the chair stand as the 
judgment of the senate?" 

BREACH OF DECORUM. 

Rule 48. In cases of breach of decorum or 
propriety, any senator, officer or other person 
shall be liable to such censure or punishment as 
the senate may deem proper, and if any sen­
ator be called to order for offensive or indecorous 
language or conduct, the person calling him to 
order shall report the language excepted to, 
which shall be taken down or noted at the sec-• 
retary's desk, and no member shall be held to 
answer for any language used upon the floor of 
the senate if business has intervened before ex­
ception to the language was th us taken and 
noted. 

.. 
RECOGNITION BY THE PRESIDENT . 

Rule 49. When two or more senators rise at 
the same time to address the chair, the presi­
dent · shall name the one who shall speak first, 
giving preference, when practicable, to the mover 
or introducer of the subject under consideration; 
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OPENING AND CLOSING DEBATE. 

Rule 50. The author of a bill, motion or res­

olution shall have the privilege of opening and 

closing debate upon the same, unless the pi'evi­
ous question has been moved and sustained. 

PROTEST MAY BE ENTERED. 

Rule 51. Any senator or senators may pro­

test against the action of the senate upon any 

question, and have such protest entered upon 

the journal. 

QUESTION OF PRIVILEGE. 

Rule 52. Any senator may rise to a ques­
tion of privilege and explain a matter personal 
to himself by leave of the president, but he shall 

not discuss any pending question in such ex­

planation. 

ABSENCJD FROM SESSION. 

Rule 53. No senator shall absent himself 
from the senate without leave, except in case 

of accident, or sickness, and if any senator or 

officer shall absent himself his per diem shall 

not be allowed or paid him, and no senator, of­

ficer or attache shall obtain leave of absence 

or be excused from attendance without the con­
sent of two-thirds of the members present. .. 

CALL OF THE SENATE; 

Rule 54. A call of the senate may be moved 

by: three senators, whose names shall be entered 

upon the 'journal, and if carried ·by a majority 

of all present the secretary shall call the roll 
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and note the absentees, after which the names 
of the absentees shall again be called. The doors 
shall then be closed and the sergeant-at-arms 
directed to take into custody all who may be 
absent without leave, and all the senators so 
taken into custody shall be presented at the bar 
of the senate for such· action as the senate may 
deem proper. 

ABSENCE DURING ROLL CAL.L. 

Rule 55. A senator having been absent dur­
ing roll call may ask to have his name called. 

ELECTION BY ROLL CALL. 

Rule 56. In all cases of election by the sen­
ate the votes shall be taken by yeas and nays, 
and no senator or other person shall remain by 
the secretary's desk while the roll is being 
called or the votes are being counted. No sen­
ator shall be allowed to vote except when within 
the bar of the senate, or upon any question 
in which he is in any way personally or directly 
interested, or be allowed to explain his vote 
or discuss the question while the yeas and nays 
are being called, or · change his vote after the 
result has been announced. 

ANNOUNCEMENT OF VOTE. 

Rule 57. The announcement of all votes 
shall be made by the president, and the an­
nouncement of the ,result of any ,vote shall not 
be postponed. 
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WITNESSES BEFORE THE SENATE. 

Rule 58. Witnesses summoned by. or on be­
half of the senate to appear before the senate, 
or any of its committees, shall be paid for each 
day's attendance three dollars; for each mile 
traveled in coming to the_ pJa�e .of examination, 
ten cents; and nothing shall be paid for travel 
where the witness was served at the place of ex­
amination, and no mileage shall be paid except 
whe:r:e the witness actually traveled for the pur­
pose of giving testimony. 

USE OF SENATE CHAMBER. 

Rule 59. The senate chamber shall not be 
used for any but legislative business during the 
session, except by permission of the senate given 
by two-thirds vote. 

ADMISSION TO FLOOR OF SENATE. 

Rule 60. The sergeant-at-arms and door­
keepers ,sha:ll not admit to the floor of the sen­
ate during the session any person other than a 
111ember of the senate, except:' 

The governor. 

Members of the house of representatives, .. 

State officers. 

Officers and employes of the senate. 

Repres.entatives of th.a press or other persons 
.designated by name .by resolution of Jhe senate 
and holding cards _of admission . signed by tl:le 
president. 
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ADMISSION TO SENATE. 

Rule 61. The sergeant-at-arms and door­

keepers· shall not admit to the floor of the sen­
ate, during the time the senate is not in session, 
any person other than one requested by a sen­

.ator, the president or secretary of the senate. 

SENATE GALLERY. 

Rule 62. The gallery back of the president's 

desk is reserved for the use of the governor and 
state officers and their families, for the families 

of senators, and for members of the house of 
representatives and their families. 

SMOKING NOT ALLOWED. 

Rule 63. Smoking shall not be allowed in 
the senate chamber during the session of the 

senate, nor shall indecorous conduct, boisterous 

or unbecoming language be permitted there at 

any time. 

REED'S PARLIAMENTARY RULES. 

Rule 64. The rules of parliamentary practice 
as contained in Reed's Parliamentary Rules shall 

govern the senate in all cases to which they are 

applicable, and in which they are not incon­
sistent with the rules and orders of this senate 
and the joint rules of this senate and the house 

of representatives. 

SUSPENSION OF RULES. 

Rule 65. No standing rule or order of this 
senate shall be rescinded or changed without a 

-7
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vote of two-thirds of the members, and one day's 
notice of the motion thereof; but a rule or order 
may be temporarily suspended for a special pur­
pose· by a vote of two-thirds of the rueinbers 
present. When the suspension . of a rule is 
called, and after due notice from the president, 
no objection is offered, he may announce the 
rule suspended, a11d the senate may proceed ac­
cordingly; but this shall not apply to that por­
tion of. rule 20 relating to the third reading of 
bills, which cannot be. suspended.· 

PURCHASE OF SUPPLIES. 

Rule 66. The board of control shall furnish 
all necessary supplies for the se:p.ate upon the 
requisition of the sergeant-at-arms, when ·signed 
by the secretary of the senate.. 

Rule 67. Any senator shall have the 'right 
to compare . an enroll eel bill with the . engrossed 
bill before the pres,ident signs the same. . ...
